My name is 
Rory Mack, Lieutenant with the Bartlett Police 
Department.  I work in the Public Information and 
Education Division, and my duties include 
supervising the School Safety Instructors, D.A.R.E. 
Officers, and School Resource Officers.   
 
Now that school is in session, the streets around the 
schools can become quite congested.  For 
everyoneôs safety, please keep the following in mind: 
 

15 Obey the school zone speed limit (15 MPH 
when the lights are flashing, in most cases) 

16 Do not double park while dropping off or 
picking up your student 

17 Do not block crosswalks or driveways with 
your vehicle 

18 Allow passengers to enter and exit your 
vehicle through the curb-side door only 

19 Use the crosswalks when crossing the 
streets 

20 Do not allow children to head to school before 
the Crossing Guards are in place (generally 
30 minutes before the start of school) 

   
Parents, you set the example for all of the children.  I 
want to thank each of you for your cooperation, and 
for working with the Crossing Guards and School 
Resource Officers so far this year.

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H1N1 (Swine) Flu: What You Should Know

Outbreaks of swine flu have been making headlines all over the world. What makes the swine flu more 
serious than other kinds of flu? What can you do to keep your family safe? 

Novel H1N1 is a new influenza virus that was first detected in the United States in April 2009.  It was 
initially called swine flu because it was thought to be similar to an illness that normally occurs only in pigs.  
However, testing has since revealed that this is not entirely true, according to the Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention. 

The symptoms of swine flu include: 

¶ Fever (greater than 100°F or 37.8°C)  

¶ Sore throat  

¶ Cough  

¶ Stuffy nose  

¶ Chills  

¶ Headache and body aches  

¶ Fatigue  

A significant number of people who have been infected with novel H1N1 flu virus also have reported 
diarrhea and vomiting. 

The World Health Organization is close to classifying the outbreak as a pandemic. This does not mean 
that the disease has become more deadly or that there is more cause for alarm, only that it has spread 
widely around the world. 

Staying healthy 
The CDC suggest that adults and children follow this advice: 

¶ Avoid contact with those who are ill.  

¶ Wash your hands often with soap and water.  

¶ Avoid touching your eyes, nose, or mouth. Germs spread that way.  

¶ Follow the advice of local health and government authorities. You may be asked to restrict your 
movement and stay at home.  

¶ Develop a family emergency plan as a precaution. This should include storing a supply of food, 
medicines, face masks, alcohol-based hand rubs, and other essential supplies. 

If you think you have the flu 

¶ Avoid close contact with others.  

¶ Stay at home or in your hotel room.  

¶ Cover your nose and mouth with a tissue when you cough or sneeze. Throw the tissue in the 
trash after you use it.  

¶ Report your illness to your healthcare provider immediately.  

¶ Do not go to work, school, or travel while ill.
