Watch for Bullying

 Bullying is unfortunately becoming more 
and more common in the lives of our children. 
Bullying can be defined as any treatment that 
brings about fearfulness as a result of taunting, 
teasing. It can be mental or physical abuse. 
Bullying harms the bully and the person being 
bullied. It is important for parents to look for 
signs that may reveal whether their child is being 
bullied or is a bully. Look for the following:

A change in behavior~Bullies and children 
being bullied often begin to act different. Bullied 
children become quieter, but they can have 
periods of lashing out in anger. Either when not a 
usual action from the child should trigger 
concern.

A change in grades~Grades will probably make 
a gradual fall, but will show a definite sign of 
having trouble concentrating on school related 
tasks.

A change in friends~Children change best 
friends often, however, losing interest in playing 
with friends or having friends that are really 
different from their old friends may be something 
to be concerned about.

 Bullying is something that can be stopped 
when parents and teachers work together to 
protect children and help them learn better ways 
for expressing themselves. Be watchful and talk 
to your childÕs teacher if you notice a problem.

Preparing Your Child For TCAP
 The TCAP test is a test given by the State of 
Tennessee. The test is used to show how well 
children are learning grade level skills in school. 
Below you will find ways that you can help your 
child get ready for that testing week.

1.   Talk to your child often about what they are 
learning in school. Ask questions and get your child to 
give more than just one word answers.
 
2. Talk about the subjects that your child is having to 
work extra hard in class on. Help your child see that the 
more they practice, then the better they will learn and 
understand.

3. Be positive. Remind your child that you know that 
they can do their best

4. Talk to your childÕs teacher to find out what you can 
do to help your child in areas that are difficult for  
your child.  Remember, you are your childÕs first teacher.
