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INTRODUCTION 
 
  
This catalog provides for students and parents a general description of courses available at Collierville High 
School.  Not every elective is offered every year.  Availability is determined by need as students register in the 
spring semester for the following year’s courses.  Please keep this book throughout your student’s high school 
years for reference regarding graduation requirements, curriculum offerings, and various policies. This directory 
may be downloaded from the CHS web page. 
 
 

COURSE ADD/DROP POLICY 
 
Course selection should be made with careful consideration.  Students and parents should be familiar with 
requirements for graduation and requirements for college entrance. The following rules and deadlines shall 
apply regarding a student-initiated request to add or drop a seventh elective course.  Required courses cannot 
be dropped.  A request to drop an elective course does not constitute approval to drop that course. Collierville 
High School requires that all students be enrolled in courses that will produce at least six (6) credits toward 
graduation each school year.  Therefore, only an elective, seventh subject course can be considered for dropping 
or adding. No request to add a course will be considered after the tenth day of class for that course.  If the 
student is enrolled in seven classes, an elective class may only be dropped within five days after the first nine-
week period ends for that course. 
 
 

ACADEMIC EXCELLENCE 
 
Students who were enrolled at CHS the previous year are recognized for all A’s or all A’s and B’s in a school 
year.  Those who make all A’s each semester in a given year receive a certificate and a Gold Card which allows 
free admission to all school sponsored events at CHS.  Students who have all A’s and B’s receive a certificate 
and a Silver Card which gives a two-dollar discount to all school sponsored events at CHS.  Seniors who have a 
four point GPA for grades 9-11 also receive a plaque and a free reserved parking pass in the parking lot of their 
choice. 
 
 
 

HONOR GRADUATE PROGRAM 
 
Eligibility:  Students are recognized for taking a rigorous course load.  Transfer students, as well as those who 
are four-year CHS students are eligible.  Only high school credits apply.  Students eligible for the Honor 
Graduate Program must be enrolled in courses to provide a minimum of: three (3) honors credits; or two (2) AP 
credits; or two (2) honors and one (1) AP credit each year during the four (4) years of high school. 
 
Rewards:  Following the freshman year, students are allowed selection of teachers, a Gold Card, free admission 
to school events at CHS, and a free General Parking Tag, if selected in the standard process of distribution of 
parking passes.  Juniors receive one excused college visit.  Students will receive an Honor Diploma and be 
recognized in the graduation program and at the Senior Awards Program. 
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ADVANCED PLACEMENT PROGRAM 

 
The  Advanced  Placement  Program  consists  of  college‐level  courses  and  exams  that  give  high  school 
students the opportunity to receive college credit and enroll in a rigorous course of study.  About 1,300 
institutions,  including  some of  the most  selective  colleges  in  this  country,  award  a  full  year’s  credit  to 
students with satisfactory scores on  the AP exam.   AP courses are  introductory or  second year college 
courses; they require more time and work, but they offer greater opportunity to master a subject and to 
explore it in greater depth.  Some AP classes require summer assignments and/or projects. Students who 
enroll  in  an  Advanced  Placement  course  at  Collierville  High  School  are  required  to  take  the  AP 
examination.  Failure to take the AP Exam will result in a “0” for the exam grade.  The College Board fee 
for the AP Exam is approximately $90.00 and will be determined by the latest information received from 
the College Board.  This fee is non‐refundable and must be submitted with the Application to Enroll in an 
AP Course in the spring semester during course selection. Student‐initiated requests to drop an AP course 
will  only  be  considered  for  placement  in  a  study  hall,  in  place  of  the  AP  class.  This  includes  ALL  AP 
courses, even courses required for graduation. 
 

ASSESSMENTS MANDATED BY THE STATE 
 
End‐of‐Course  examinations  will  be  given  in  English  I,  English  II,  English  III,  Algebra  I,  Algebra  II, 
Geometry, U.S. History, Biology I, Chemistry, and Physics. 
 
The weight of the EOC exam on the student’s course average is as follows for incoming 9th graders: 
  2009‐2010 – 20% 
  2011‐2012 – 25% 
  2013 and thereafter – 25% 
 
Passing exam scores are not required for graduation (see graduation requirements on pg. iv). 
 
All Shelby County School students will be required to take the PLAN test (grade 10), and ACT test (grade 
11). 
 

TCAP 11TH GRADE WRITING ASSESSMENT 
 
The Tennessee State Board of Education mandates  the 11th grade TCAP Writing Assessment  to ensure 
that all students can communicate effectively in written form.  This test identifies areas of strengths and 
weaknesses  in  student  writing.  The  TCAP  Writing  Assessment  is  a  performance‐based  test  in  which 
students are required to write an essay on a specified topic.  Eleventh graders have twenty‐five minutes 
to compose a persuasive essay. Results are scheduled to be returned to school systems before the end of 
the school year.   Each student receives a copy of his/her score along with a description of the six‐point 
holistic grading scale.  Individual student essays are not returned.  This score counts 15% of the student’s 
second semester English grade. 
 
 
*  Information  on  this  page  concerning  State  Mandated  Testing  and  the  TCAP  Writing  Assessment  is 
subject  to  change  due  to  possible  changes  made  by  the  State  associated  with  the  new  graduation 
requirements. 
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GRADUATION ASSESSMENT REQUIREMENTS 

 
Students  who  graduate  with  a  regular  diploma  from  a  public  school  in  Tennessee  must  fulfill  the 
following criteria: 
 
  For students in grades 10 ­ 12 
              *  Pass all three Gateway Tests: English II, Algebra l, and Biology I        
  *  Earn the required number of credits; see Graduation Requirements  
 
Special Education students may earn a regular diploma based upon the IEP team's recommendation, by 
passing the three Gateway tests, and by fulfilling the requirements of the IEP.  All students must take the 
Gateway tests, even those receiving a Special Education diploma. 
 
  For students in grade 9 
  * Earn the required number of credits; see Graduation Requirements

Agriculture/Horticulture

FORESTRY

FORESTRY is designed to develop knowledge of forestry technology as it progresses into  the next century. The student will develop 
skills in producing, harvesting, marketing, and developing forestry products.

Instruction covers such areas as floriculture, turf management, landscaping, and 
nursery operations.

LANDSCAPING AND TURF MANAGEMENT

plants, landscaping, management, and care of  both residential and commercial lawns.

ACCOUNTING I

preparing worksheets and financial statements.

COMPUTER LITERACY

COMPUTER LITERACY provides students with a strong background in computer productivity and is an excellent source of 
information technology.  This course covers introductory and advanced features in Microsoft Office which consists of word processing,
spreadsheet, database, presentation software.  Students are engaged in practical hands-on activities using PC-based application software
programs and the Internet.

PRINCIPLES OF BUSINESS

PRINCIPLES OF BUSINESS introduces students to business concepts and skills in today’s marketplace.  Practical applications help 
students learn about individual economic roles and how to make effective business decisions in our global economy.  This course serves
as a background for other business courses and covers environmental, ethical, global, legal, technological, and cultural perspectives as 
they relate to the business world.

Computer Programming

ADVANCED PLACEMENT COMPUTER SCIENCE

AP COMPUTER SCIENCE is an advanced course in computer programming that may be taken as a final course in the computer 
programming sequence.  Major areas of emphasis include programming methodology, algorithms, and data structure using the object 
oriented language Java.  Students are required to pay for and participate in the College Board AP testing program.

ADVANCED PROGRAMMING

ADVANCED PROGRAMMING focuses on programming in the object-oriented paradigm, primitive data types, control structures, 
arrays,strings, I/O, objects and classes, documentation, coding styles and debugging, as well as problem-solving strategies with 
emphasis in fundamental programming skills.

BASIC PROGRAMMING

BEGINNING ALL-PURPOSE SYMBOLIC INSTRUCTION CODE (BASIC) is a computer programming course which provides 
students with the thorough understanding of programming necessary to create well-designed, well-structured programs.  The course 
establishes a basic foundation to prepare the computer student for future programming course work in any programming language.

AFRICAN-AMERICAN LITERATURE

AFRICAN-AMERICAN LITERATURE is designed to help students develop an appreciation for African-American culture and its 
contribution to America's rich heritage.  Students will explore representative pieces of prose and poetry, discuss themes and related 
issues, and express their ideas in creative writing. This course does not count as one of the four English requirements for graduation.

CREATIVE WRITING

CREATIVE WRITING is a composition and reading course that develops skills for  writing short stories, poems, narratives, and 
informal, creative essays.  Students produce a portfolio of original works, and they edit and publish the school’s literary magazine 
Prism. This credit does not count as one of the four English courses required  for graduation.

ENGLISH I HONORS

ENGLISH I HONORS is for students who have maintained a 94 average in 8th grade English (reading and grammar).  This course 
includes mastery of grammar skills, critical approaches to literature, intensive composition, and vocabulary study. Summer reading, 
additional outside reading, and a research paper are required.  A minimum of one hour of homework per night is required to meet the 
challenging work load.  A state-mandated end-of course test will be administered and will count as 20% of the student’s course average.

ENGLISH I STANDARD

ENGLISH I STANDARD includes mastery and application of grammar skills in writing and speaking, vocabulary building, basic 
research skills, study skills, and appreciation and interpretation of literature.  A research paper is required.  A state-mandated end-of-
course test will be administered and will count 20% of the student’s course average.  (See page ii for more Gateway and End-of-Course
test information.)

ENGLISH II HONORS

ENGLISH II HONORS is designed for students who are motivated to expand their knowledge through study of major literary works.  
Summer reading, critical reading, mastery of grammar, supplemental vocabulary, intensive writing, and a research paper are required. A
minimum of  one hour of homework per night is required to meet the challenging work load.  English 10 is a Gateway course.  A year-
end test which counts 15% of the second semester grade must be passed to meet state-mandated graduation requirements.  (See page ii 
for more Gateway and End-of-Course test information.)

English
ENGLISH II STANDARD

ENGLISH II STANDARD focuses on developing an appreciation  and interpretation of world literature and the fine arts, as well as 
mastery of grammar skills. Out-of-class reading and the development of composition and speaking skills are stressed.   A research paper
is required. English 10 is a state-mandated Gateway course.  A year-end test which counts 15% of the second semester grade must be 
passed to meet state-mandated graduation requirements.   (See page ii for more Gateway and End-of-Course test information.)

English IPrerequisite:

ENGLISH III STANDARD

ENGLISH III STANDARD  includes a survey of American literature, a concentration on  writing skills, composition and vocabulary 
growth, and special emphasis on research techniques.  Students will write a research paper. The state-mandated 11th grade TCAP 
Writing Test is administered in this course and counts 15% of the second semester grade. (See page ii.)

ENGLISH III: ADVANCED PLACEMENT - ENGLISH LANGUAGE AND COMPOSITION

ENGLISH III: ADVANCED PLACEMENT - ENGLISH LANGUAGE AND COMPOSITION is a college level course which 
encompasses the analysis of rhetorical strategies in American prose writing and a broad composition program.  Students examine the 
composing process, write in a variety of styles and purposes, and evaluate and synthesize sources for their own compositions.  The 
state-mandated 11th grade TCAP Writing Test is administered in this course and counts 15% of the second semester grade.  (See page 
ii).  A minimum of one hour of homework per night is required.  Summer reading is tested in the fall of the year.  Students are 
required to pay for and participate in the College Board AP testing program.

ENGLISH IV - DUAL ENROLLMENT

ENGLISH IV - DUAL ENROLLMENT combines the English IV curricula (the study of British Literature) with accredited University 
of Memphis courses.  Students can earn a total of 6 semester hours (ENGL 1010 and ENGL 1020). The course includes practice in 
expository writing with emphasis on content, organization, and style (levels of usage and sentence structure) for different purposes and
audiences, as well as practice in expository writing that synthesizes ideas from various readings. Includes library work and production 
of documented papers. Student is responsible for $85 per semester tuition cost and a fee for textbooks. If the student maintains a college
GPA of 2.75 or above, the Lottery Dual Enrollment Grant will pay the additional $300 per semester tuition cost.

ENGLISH IV STANDARD

ENGLISH IV STANDARD is a  course designed for both college and non-college bound students. It focuses on English literature from
early to modern times, composition writing, and oral and written grammar skills.  A research paper is required.

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English
ENGLISH IV: ADVANCED PLACEMENT ENGLISH - ENGLISH LITERATURE AND COMPOSITION

ENGLISH IV: ADVANCED PLACEMENT - ENGLISH LITERATURE AND COMPOSITION is a college level course which 
encompasses the critical analysis of imaginative English literature and an intensive composition program.  Student writing will reinforce
the reading and foster mastery of style, form, research techniques, and the use of Standard American English.  A minimum of one hour
of homework per night is required.  Summer reading is tested in the fall of the year.  Students are required to pay for and participate
in the College Board AP testing program.

ETYMOLOGY, a rigorous vocabulary development course, is the study of the derivation of words.  Students study the history of a 
word, break it into basic elements,  trace it  to the earliest known forms, and indicate changes in form and meaning.  This credit does not
count as one of the four English courses required for graduation.

JOURNALISM: NEWSPAPER

JOURNALISM: NEWSPAPER is the journalism course in which selected students produce the Dragon Spirit.  Students are responsible
for learning and using the basic principles of journalism: news, sports, editorial, and feature writing; editing; digital photography; 
computer-aided document design; and advertising.  Students make application in the spring and are selected on the basis of teacher 
recommendations, attendance, and commitment to the project.

JOURNALISM: YEARBOOK

JOURNALISM: YEARBOOK is the course in which students produce the school’s yearbook, The Pathfinder.  Students develop a 
theme, sell ads, design layouts, proofread, and distribute yearbooks.  Students make application in the spring semester and are selected 
on the basis of teacher recommendations, attendance, and commitment to the project. This credit does not count as one of the four 
English courses required for graduation.

CHILD AND LIFESPAN DEVELOPMENT

CHILD AND LIFESPAN DEVELOPMENT emphasizes an understanding of the physical, mental, social and emotional growth and 
development of children.  This course is designed to help students acquire knowledge and skills essential to the care and guidance of 
children as parent and/or caregiver in a child-related career.  A “parenting simulation” experience is included in which each student has
seventy-two hours’ care of a computerized baby called “Baby Think It Over.”  Careers in this area are surveyed.

FAMILY & CONSUMER SCIENCE

FAMILY & CONSUMER SCIENCE is an introductory course to the Family and Consumer Sciences program.  The units of study 
include personality development, family and parenting education, consumer education, housing and home management, nutrition and 
foods, textiles and apparel, and career preparation.  Projects and activities are undertaken to help young men and women develop 
management skills and interpersonal skills necessary in any field of employment.  This course allows students to discover specific areas
of interest in the Family and Consumer Sciences program for future concentrated study in high school.

HOUSING

HOUSING is for young men and women who are interested in designing living space for themselves and/or as a career.  Students gain 
proficiency in the use of design elements and principles and knowledge regarding furniture design, architectural styles, construction of 
homes, and interior design.  Personal decision making is practiced as students select a housing plan, design it, and decorate their own 
“Dream House” project. Emphasis is also placed on using available resources effectively to meet individual housing needs, careers in 
this field are surveyed.

NUTRITION & FOODS

NUTRITION AND FOODS  introduces young men and women to the principles of nutrition, the relationship of nutrition to health and
well being, and optimal use of the food dollar. The course offers opportunities to develop skills in meal management through the 
selection, preparation, storing, and serving of foods.  Preparation techniques are applied in the food laboratory.  Regional and 
international foods are also explored.  Careers in nutrition and culinary arts are surveyed.

TEXTILES AND APPAREL is designed to prepare students in understanding the social, psychological, and physiological aspects of 
textile and apparel products.  Included in this course is instruction on how to select, produce, maintain, and alter textile and apparel 
products, as well as the effect of consumer choices on the needs of the individual and family.  Laboratory experiences include the 
construction of two garments.  Careers in this field are surveyed.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT ART (DRAWING PORTFOLIO)

ADVANCED PLACEMENT ART is a specific course of study offered through the College Board.  It parallels specialized drawing 
curriculums and programs in college and university art departments and in art school.  Two major areas of drawing are emphasized:  
perceptual and conceptual.  Students are required to complete an extensive student drawing portfolio and participate in the AP 
College Board testing program.  Fees and supplies are required.

ART I

ART I is designed to give the beginning art student a strong foundation in art fundamentals with an emphasis on two and three- 
dimensional drawing, painting, art history, and design projects.  Two-dimensional projects  include pencil, watercolor, oil pastels and 
ink media.  Three dimensional projects include clay, glazes, stains, and mixed media.  Supplies and a fee are required.

Supplies and a fee are 
required.

They will participate in West Tennessee Vocal Association competitive events and public 
performances.  Performance attire and a choral fee are required and payable at the beginning of the school year.

After school rehearsals are required and will be announced by the band director.  A band fee is required.

A choral fee is required and payable at the beginning of the 
school year.

Flags, rifles and other equipment are used to accent the musical portion of the fall 
marching show.  The Varsity Color Guard performs at football games, parades, and marching competitions.  During the spring semester
students continue skill development.  After school, summer and weekend hours are required for participation.  Requires payment of a
band fee.

A band fee
is required.

Solo and ensemble 
festivals, concert festivals, other local performances, and occasional Spring trips are also part of the Varsity Band experience.  After 
school and weekend hours are requires for all phases of Varsity Band performance.  Requires payment of a band fee.

The students will prepare monologues and scenes representative of various
historical theatre periods and styles, as well as spearhead the technical aspects of mainstage productions.

These are taught through units in public speaking, voice and diction, group discussion and 
debate.  Stress is placed on the acquisition of strong interpersonal communication skills.  Incoming freshmen must have an overall B
average.

Students are also required to tape the Board of Mayor and Planning 
Commission Meetings for the Town of Collierville.  They will also produce news packages and show introductions for Collierville AM.
Camera operation, linear and non-linear editing skills, lighting, audio recording and script writing are all necessary skills for the class.
Before and after hours are required for T.V. Production Workshop, and students must have the approval of the instructor from 
Production Workshop.

Students take the National 
French Exam and  are required to purchase supplementary materials.  Students are required to pay for and participate in the College
Board AP testing program.   A minimum of one hour of  homework per night is required.

Students may be required to purchase supplementary materials.   All students are required to pay for and participate in the College
Board AP testing program and take the National German Exam.   The course requires ten hours of study outside of class per week.

The student will learn about 
emergency procedures and protocols related to situations such as cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR), patient assessment, and 
treatment modalities for trauma and illness.  The student will follow regulatory guidelines such as OSHA standards and standard 
precautions.  Lab fee and uniform purchase are required.
