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Introduction 

 
This catalog provides parents and students with a general description of courses available at 
Arlington High School.  Availability of a class is determined by need as students register in the 
spring semester for the following yearÕs courses. Note: Courses may be deleted due to 
budgetary constraints, lack of student interest, or unavailability of qualified teachers.  Please 
use this book throughout the year for reference regarding graduation requirements, curriculum 
offerings and various policies. 
 

Course Selection 
 
Course selection is a very important process. Please take the time to carefully consider the 
selection of these courses. After the course selection process is completed, course changes will not 
be permitted. Teacher recommendations are required for placement in all Honors classes.  Please 
have your teacher sign on the line provided on the Course Selection Card. 
 

Course Add/Drop Policy 
 
Course selection should be made with careful consideration.  The following rules and deadlines 
shall apply regarding a student-initiated request to add or drop a sixth elective course. Required 
courses cannot be dropped. All student requests must be accompanied by a signed parental 
request.  A request to drop an elective course does not constitute approval to drop that course.  
Final approval to add or drop will be granted by the school counselor or administrator under very 
specific circumstances.  All Drop and Add Requests must be submitted by July 18, 2008 by 
telephone or e-mail to the grade level counselor.  The Tennessee Board of Education 
regulations require that all students be enrolled in courses that will produce at least five (5) credits 
toward graduation each school year.  Therefore, only a sixth subject course (elective course) can 
be considered for dropping or adding.  
 

Gateway Tests and End-of-Course Assessment 
 
Gateway tests are mandated by the Tennessee State Board of Education and are untimed, year-end 
tests, which students must pass as part of the requirements for earning a high school diploma. 
Students enrolled in Algebra I, Biology I and English II must pass the Gateway tests in order to 
meet high school graduation requirements. The Gateway tests also count as 15% of the second 
semester grade, and the scores become part of studentsÕ permanent records. Calculators are 
permitted for the Algebra I test.  Also mandated by the Tennessee State Board of Education are 
the End-of-Course tests in English I, Math Foundations II and Physical Science. Each test lasts 
approximately sixty minutes; calculators are permitted for Math Foundations II. The test scores 
count 15% of the second semester grade in the respective classes. Please refer to the State

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Honors and Advanced Placement Courses 

 
The faculty and staff of Arlington High School feel a studentÕs academic success is directly related 
to correct placement in courses. Incorrect placement may result in poor performance and 
frustration for the student. As a result, Arlington High School requires that students receive 
recommendations for ALL Honors/AP courses selected. If a particular course is not recommended 
by the studentÕs teacher, the parents of that student should talk to a School Counselor to discuss 
the appropriate placement and/or other alternatives.

BUSINESS TECHNOLOGY 
 
BUSINESS PRINCIPLES   Credit:  0.5 
Prerequisite: Keyboarding 
Grade Level: 9, 10, 11 
BUSINESS PRINCIPLES is a core course in which students are introduced to all aspects of 
business: the domestic and international economies, financial principles, management strategies, 
administrative and information systems, ethics, and organizational and professional leadership. 
Students will analyze the elements of the business environment and focus on attitudinal and 
problem-solving skills inherent to success. 
 
AMERICAN BUSINESS LEGAL SYSTEMS                                                             Credit:  0.5 
Prerequisite: Keyboarding/Document Formatting or Computer  L iteracy 
Grade Level: 11, 12 
AMERICAN BUSINESS LEGAL SYSTEMS provides students with an understanding of the 
legal framework in which American business functions. The students will evaluate the influence 
of the free enterprise system in a democratic society on daily decisions. Students will analyze the 
alliance between capitalism and democracy and be better prepared to influence the future 
decisions in the public and private sectors of the United States of America. 
 
COMPUTER LITERACY                                                                                             Credit:  0.5 
Prerequisite: Keyboarding 
Grade Level: 9, 10, 11 
COMPUTER LITERACY is an introductory level computer literacy course that includes 
components and proper use of the computer, a variety of software, as well as the ethical aspects of 
computer technology. Hands-on experience with database, word processing, spreadsheet, and 
power point programs will be required. Telecommunication, Internet access and web page design 
are introduced.  A flash dr ive and $5.00 lab fee is accessed. 
 
BASIC PROGRAMMING                                                                                             Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Keyboarding and Algebra I  
Grade Level: 10, 11 
BASIC PROGRAMMING is designed to develop object-oriented programming language skills 
using Beginners All-Purpose Symbolic Instruction Code (BASIC). The student will utilize the 
commands, statements, and procedures of this language to write, run, debug, and edit computer 
programs. A flash dr ive and $5.00 lab fee is accessed. 
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ACCOUNTING I                                                                                                          Credit:  1.0 

Prerequisites: Algebra I  and Keyboarding or Concurrent with Computer  L iteracy  
Grade Level: 10, 11, 12 
ACCOUNTING I introduces concepts and principles based on a double-entry system of 
maintaining the electronic and manual financial records for a sole proprietorship, partnership, and 
corporation. It includes analyzing business transactions, journalizing, posting, and preparing 
worksheets and financial statements. There is a fee assessed second semester  for a business 
simulation packet.  Students are also encouraged to join FBLA. 
 
ACCOUNTING I I                                                                                                               Credit 1.0 
Prerequisite:  Accounting I  
Accounting II is an advanced study of concepts, principles and techniques that build on the 
competencies acquired in Accounting I used in keeping the electronic and manual financial 
records of a sole proprietorship, partnership and corporation. Departmental, management, cost and 
not-for-profit accounting systems are explored. There is a fee assessed second semester  for a 
business simulation packet.  Students are also encouraged to join FBLA. 
 
KEYBOARDING                                                                                                            Credit:  0.5 
Prerequisite: None 
Grade Level: 9, 10 
KEYBOARDING involves basic skills in operating a computerized keyboard by using the touch 
system and other input technologies to produce mailable business and academic documents. Each 
student will prepare business and academic reports, etc. Mailability standards relate to keying, 
formatting, grammar, punctuation, capitalization, spelling, content, typography, and layout and 
design. Using special features of the software, the student will be able to format academic and 
business reports. A flash dr ive and $5.00 lab fee is accessed. 
 
KEYBOARDING/DOCUMENT FORMATTING                                                      Credit:  0.5  
Prerequisite: Keyboarding 
Grade Level: 9, 10 
KEYBOARDING/DOCUMENT FORMATTING is a continuation of the Keyboarding course. 
Each student will prepare business and academic reports, etc. The student will demonstrate a 
combination of input skills (advanced keyboarding, scanning, speech recognition, handwriting 
recognition, and the use of a mouse) in the production of mailable business documents. Industry 
production standards are emphasized. Formatting, typography, and layout and design concepts are 
applied in document preparation of business letters, forms, invoices, manuscripts, and 
tabulated/columnar information. Proofreading and editing skills are applied. A flash dr ive and 
$5.00 lab fee is accessed. 
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KEYBOARDING/ DOCUMENT LAYOUT AND DESIGN                                   Credit:  0.5  

Prerequisites: Keyboarding/Document Formatting or Computer  L iteracy 
Grade Level: 10, 11, 12 
This course builds on the Keyboarding/ Document Formatting course. Student proficiency can 
lead to software certification. The student will use a hands-on approach to develop proficiency in 
document creation and design. Emphasis is on production of business applications including 
design and layout, speed and accuracy. Concepts, capabilities, procedures and legal 
responsibilities of word and information processing are applied. Simulated real projects from 
rough draft copy and/or transcription magnetic media are used for problem solving and business 
document preparation. Membership in the student organization, Future Business Leaders of 
America, a flash dr ive and $5.00 lab fee is accessed.   
 
SPREADSHEET APPLICATION                                                                                Credit:  0.5 
Prerequisite: Keyboarding/Document Formatting or Computer  L iteracy  
Grade Level: 10, 11, 12 
SPREADSHEET APPLICATIONS involves the use of electronic worksheets used to perform 
business calculations. This course will apply keying, typography, layout and design skills in 
designing worksheets, writing formulas, analyzing data, charting data, and managing data. Team 
development will also be stressed as students work on spreadsheet project(s). Student Proficiency 
may lead to software certification. Membership in the student organization, Future Business 
Leaders of America, a flash dr ive and $5.00 lab fee is accessed.   
 
DATABASE DESIGN/MANAGEMENT                                                                     Credit:  0.5 
Prerequisite: Keyboarding/Document Formatting or Computer  L iteracy 
Grade Level: 10, 11, 12 
DATABASE DESIGN/MANAGEMENT analyze and apply database design techniques and 
management method for organizing and maintaining files. The student will apply keying, 
typography, and layout and design skills in creating, designing, entering data, importing and 
exporting data, and printing database object and data. At the completion of the course, students 
will have database management skills enabling them to design and implement a relational database 
application. Student proficiency will lead to software certification. Membership in the student 
organization, Future Business Leaders of America, a flash dr ive and $5.00 lab fee is accessed.   
 
DESKTOP PUBLISHING                                                                                             Credit:  0.5 
Prerequisites: Keyboarding/Document Formatting or Computer  L iteracy and 
Keyboarding/Document Layout and Design 
Grade Level: 10, 11, 12 
DESKTOP PUBLISHING will apply keying, formatting, typography, and layout and design skill 
in developing electronic publishing documents. The student will develop skills in electronic 
publishing design, layout, composition, and photojournalism. Content provides the opportunity to 
acquire marketable skills and to prepare for gainful employment and or entry into postsecondary 
education in the graphic communications industry. Laboratory facilities and experiences simulate 
those found in the graphic communications industry. Membership in the student organization, 
Future Business Leaders of America, a flash dr ive and $5.00 lab fee is accessed.   
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INTEGRATED INPUT TECHNOLOGIES                                                            Credit:   1.0 

Prerequisites: Keyboarding/Document Layout and Design, Spreadsheet Applications, 
Database Management Design 
Grade Level: 11, 12 
INTEGRATED INPUT TECHNOLOGIES is a capstone course in which students will learn 
necessary skills in problem solving using current and emerging integrated technology to include a 
variety of input technologies such as advanced keyboarding, scanning, speech recognition, 
handwriting recognition, and the use of a mouse in the production of mailable business 
documents. The course focuses on student choice, accountability and competency. Students work 
toward the attainment of high-level employable competencies in areas that may include (but are 
not limited to) integrated software applications, computer systems, communication systems, 
networking, ethical issues, human relations, leadership, self-management, and workplace 
management. Students may choose areas of specialization and achieve industry certification in 
areas such as word processing, spreadsheet applications, database design and management, 
multimedia presentations, schedule and contact management, etc. This course may articulate to 
postÐsecondary education. Membership in the student organization, Future Business Leaders 
of America, a flash dr ive and $5.00 lab fee is accessed.   
 
ADMINISTRATIVE MANAGEMENT                                                                       Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisites:  Integrated Input Technologies 
Grade Level:  12 
This capstone course provides advanced training, including hands-on experiences, for students 
pursuing a career in business technology.  Skills developed in previous courses will be 
incorporated and enhanced through a multi-tasking environment using a variety of input 
technologies. Procedures and concepts are related to information processing systems, 
administrative/information management, problem solving, reasoning, team-building, time 
management, business standards, feasibility studies, cost/budgeting, professional leadership, 
ethical and legal issues, and mathematics and communications. Production and administrative 
skills are developed to meet industryÕs standards. The student will play a variety of roles in 
completing tasks.   
 
Team activities will be evaluated as a group.  Collaboration with other courses can enhance 
studentsÕ learning and expand their experiences.  This course may articulate to a post-secondary 
program. Membership in the student organization, Future Business Leaders of America, a 
flash dr ive and $5.00 lab fee is accessed.   
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ENGLI SH 

 
ENGLISH I          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: None 
Grade Level: 9 
ENGLISH I includes mastery and application of grammar skills in writing and speaking, 
vocabulary building, basic research skills, study skills and appreciation and interpretation of 
literature. Summer reading, additional outside reading and a research paper are required. A state-
mandated, end-of-course test will be administered and will count as 15% of the second semester 
grade.  
 
ENGLISH I  HONORS         Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisites: Teacher recommendation, successfully complete 8th grade English or  8th grade 
Enr iched English, and completion of summer reading requirement  
Grade Level: 9 
ENGLISH I HONORS is for students who have maintained a 94 average in 8th grade English. This 
course includes mastery of grammar skills, critical approaches to literature, intensive composition 
and vocabulary study. Summer reading, additional outside reading and a research paper are 
required. A state-mandated, end-of course test will be administered and will count as 15% of the 
second semester grade.  
 
ENGLISH I I         Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: English I  
Grade Level: 10 
ENGLISH II focuses on developing an appreciation and interpretation of world literature and fine 
arts, as well as mastery of grammar skills. Out-of-class reading and the development of 
composition and speaking skills are stressed. Summer reading, additional outside reading and a 
research paper are required. English II is a state-mandated Gateway course. A year-end test must 
be passed in order to meet graduation requirements and will count as 15% of the second semester 
grade. 
 
ENGLISH I I  HONORS        Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisites: Teacher recommendation, successfully complete English I  or English I  
Honors, and completion of summer reading requirement 
Grade Level: 10 
ENGLISH II HONORS is designed for students who are motivated to expand their knowledge 
through study of major literary works. Summer reading, critical reading, mastery of grammar, 
supplemental vocabulary, intensive writing, and a research paper are required. English II Honors is 
a state-mandated Gateway course. A year-end test must be passed in order to meet graduation 
requirements and will count as 15% of the second semester grade.   
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ENGLISH I I I  STANDARD        Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: English I I  
Grade Level: 11                   
ENGLISH III includes a survey of American literature, a concentration on writing skills, 
composition and vocabulary growth, and special emphasis on research techniques.  Students will 
write a research paper. The state-mandated 11th grade TCAP Writing Test is administered in this 
course and counts 15% of the second semester grade.  
 
ENGLISH I I I  HONORS         Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisites: Teacher recommendation, successfully complete English I I  or English I I  
Honors, and completion of summer reading requirement 
Grade Level: 11          
ENGLISH III HONORS is designed for students who have mastered grade level writing and 
grammar skills. This course focuses on composition, vocabulary building, critical interpretation of 
American literature, and research writing. College bound students with motivation to expand their 
knowledge through added outside reading and a challenging workload are recommended.  
Reading, vocabulary study, and composition of a literary analysis are required during the summer. 
A minimum of one hour of homework per night is required.  The 11th grade TCAP Writing Test 
counts 15% of the second semester grade.  
 
ADVANCED PLACEMENT ENGLISH III             Credit:  1.0        Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisites: Teacher recommendation, successfully complete English I I  or English I I  
Honors, and completion of summer reading requirement 
Grade Level: 11 
AP ENGLISH III engages students in becoming skilled readers of prose written in a variety of 
periods, disciplines, and rhetorical contexts and in becoming skilled writers who compose for a 
variety of purposes. Both their writing and their reading should make students aware of the 
interactions among a writerÕs purposes, audience expectations, and subjects as well as the way 
generic conventions and the resources of language contribute to effectiveness in writing. The 
College BoardÕs AP English Language and Composition exam will be administered in May.  Al l 
students enrol led in this course must pay the fee of $85.00 to the AP Coordinator within 
the f ir st 2 weeks of school. Summer work is required. 
 
ENGLISH IV STANDARD                                 Credit:  1.0  
Prerequisite:  English I I I  
Grade Level:  12 
ENGLISH IV is designed for students to expand their knowledge of British literature from early 
writing through modern literature.  There is emphasis o n composition, vocabulary development, 
and research paper writing. 
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ENGLISH IV HONORS                                  Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisites:  Teacher Recommendation, successfully complete English I I I  or  English 
Honors or Advanced Placement English I I I , and completion of summer reading 
requirement.  
Grade Level:  12  
ENGLISH IV HONORS is designed for students to study British literature beyond an introductory 
level.  Students will go beyond the text to read a variety of outside materials as examples of the 
various literary movements and styles. 
 
ADVANCED PLACEMENT ENGLISH IV             Credit:  1.0        Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisites: Teacher recommendation, successfully complete English I I I  or English I I I  
Honors or Advanced Placement English I I I , and completion of summer reading 
requirement. 
Grade Level:  12 
AP ENGLISH IV is designed to provide students with an intensive composition program that 
encompasses the critical analysis of imaginative English literature.  Student writing will reinforce 
the reading and foster mastery of style, form, research techniques, and the use of Standard 
American English. Al l students enrol led in this course must pay the fee of $85.00 to the AP 
Coordinator within the fir st 2 weeks of school. Summer work is required. 
 
DUAL ENROLLMENT ENGLISH (1st Semester)                                                      Credit:  1.0

DUAL ENROLLMENT ENGLISH (1st Semester:  College English 1010, English Composition) is 
a practice is expository writing with emphasis on content, organization, and style (levels of usage 
and sentence structure) for different purposes and audiences.  A portfolio is maintained.   
DUAL ENROLLMENT ENGLISH (2nd Semester:  College English 1020, Composition and 
Analysis) is a practice in expository writing that synthesizes ideas from various readings.  Includes 
work and production of a substantial documented paper and an annotated bibliography.    
 
ENGLISH as a Second Language                                                                                  Credit:  1.0 
Grade Level:  9, 10 
ENGLISH as a Second Language is designed for students with limited English proficiency, whose 
parents have permanently relocated to the United States.  Great emphasis is placed on reading, 
listening, thinking, and oral and written communication.  Instruction focuses on the development 
of skills in the area of grammar, literature, spelling, handwriting, creative writing, listening, and 
thinking. 
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ETYMOLOGY                                                                                                             Credit:  1.0 

Grade Level:  10, 11, 12 
ETYMOLOGY is an elective course designed to instruct students to recognize Latin and Greek 
word elements thereby making the knowledge of them an effective tool for increasing vocabulary.  
The student is expected to be able to analyze words fully and to define them.  Students will also 
become familiar with the general patterns of semantic change and will gain some insight into 
patterns of human thought by studying word changes, which reflect something of the history ideas. 
 
CREATIVE WRITING                                                                                                   Credit: 1.0 
Grade Level:  10, 11, 12 
CREATIVE WRITING is an elective course designed for students who want to improve their 
experience and skills in writing.  It is an experiential writing course designed to enhance creative 
thinking, reflection and dialogue in several genres of writing. 
 
HUMANITIES HONORS                                                                                              Credit:  1.0 
Grade Level:  11, 12 
HUMANITIES HONORS is an elective course designed to instruct students in the study of 
literature, history, philosophy, science, art, music, and architecture of Western culture, beginning 
with the classical world of the Greeks and Romans and concluding with our own contemporary 
world. 
 
YEARBOOK PRODUCTION        Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Completed application and teacher recommendation   
Grade Level: 11, 12  
YEARBOOK PRODUCTION produces the Arlington High SchoolÕs student yearbook. Students 
in the class will be expected to develop a theme, sell ads, design layouts, write stories and 
captions, proofread, meet deadlines and handle responsibility. After school hours can be expected 
prior to deadlines.  
 
NEWSPAPER PRODUCTION              Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Completed application, teacher recommendation, strong wr iting skills and a 90 
average in English 
Grade Level: 10, 11, 12 
NEWSPAPER PRODUCTION is a full year course responsible for producing the school 
newspaper, Tiger Tales. Students in this class will be responsible for researching and writing 
stories, doing page layout on computers using Desktop Publishing software, and selling and 
designing ads for the paper. The ability to handle responsibility, meet deadlines and write 
effectively are essential. 
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FAMILY  AND CONSUMER SCIENCE 
 
FAMILY AND CONSUMER SCIENCE        Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: None 
Grade Level: 9, 10, 11 
FAMILY AND CONSUMER SCIENCE is designed to give students an introduction to methods 
to help them improve and manage their lives in the areas of personality development, 
communication skills, food and nutrition, family living, child development, housing and home 
management, consumer education, and clothing and textiles. Projects and activities help young 
men and women develop successful work habits that will be necessary in any field of 
employment. Participation fees are assessed.  The integration of Family, Career, and Community 
Leaders of America (FCCLA) provides students with opportunities for leadership development, 
personal growth, and school/community involvement.  

 
CHILD DEVELOPMENT                          Credit:  0.5 
Prerequisites: None  
Grade Level: 10, 11, 12 
CHILD DEVELOPMENT is a semester course for grades 10 -12 which prepares individuals to 
understand children's physical, mental, emotional, and social growth and development and to 
acquire knowledge and skills essential to the care and guidance of children. Opportunity for an in-
depth study is provided through hands-on activities and Òparenting simulation.Ó This course 
provides practical childcare skills which may benefit students now and in the future.  Participation 
fees are accessed. The integration of Family, Career, and Community Leaders of America 
(FCCLA) provides students with opportunities for leadership development, personal growth, and 
school/community involvement.  
 
NUTRITION AND FOODS I          Credit:  0.5 
Prerequisites: None  
Grade Level: 10, 11, 12 
NUTRITION AND FOODS I is a specialized course with emphasis on helping students 
understand the principles of nutrition and the relationship of nutrition to health and well-being.  
The course offers the students opportunities to develop skills in selection, preparation, storing, and 
serving of food, meal management to meet individual and family nutrition needs and optimal use 
of food resources.  Participation fees are assessed. The integration of Family, Career, and 
Community Leaders of America (FCCLA) provides students with opportunities for leadership 
development, personal growth, and school/community involvement.  
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TEXTILES AND APPAREL    Credit:  0.5 

Prerequisites: None 
Grade Level: 10, 11, 12 
TEXTILES AND APPAREL is a specialized course designed to prepare students to understand 
the social, psychological, and physiological aspects of textile and apparel products.  Instruction in 
how to select, produce, maintain, and alter textile and apparel products and the effect of consumer 
choices on the needs of the individual and family are included in the course of study.  Participation 
fees are assessed. The integration of Family, Career, and Community Leaders of America 
(FCCLA) provides students with opportunities for leadership development, personal growth, and 
school/community involvement.  
 
HOUSING &  INTERIOR DESIGN                                                                              Credit:  0.5 
Prerequisites:  None 
Grade Level:  10, 11, 12 
HOUSING and INTERIOR DESIGN  is a specialized course designed to prepare students to 
understand the influences affecting housing decisions.  The course includes instruction in the 
social/psychological aspects of housing, the consumer aspects, housing trends and issues, the 
application of design principles to the living environment, home furnishings and equipment, home 
care and maintenance, and exploration in related occupations/careers.  Emphasis is on using 
available resources effectively to meet individual and housing needs.  The integration of Family, 
Career and Community Leaders of America (FCCLA) provides students with the opportunity for 
leadership development, personal growth, and school/community involvement. 
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FINE ARTS 
VISUAL ARTS 
 
ART I  (Introduction to Art)              Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: None 
Grade level: 9, 10, 11, 12 
Art I is an elective designed to help students understand the basics of art and design including: 
line, shape, value, texture, color, form, and space with corresponding projects and art history. This 
is a university path elective, which requires problem solving, utilizing thinking skills and 
analyzing artwork of the masters as well as peer work. The student will purchase art supplies. 
 
ART I I  (Intermediate Ar t)              Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisites: Ar t I  or its equivalent, portfolio review, and permission of the instructor. 
Grade Level: 10, 11, 12 
Art II is art for the truly motivated. A grade of 90 or better in Art I and the recommendation of the 
instructor are prerequisites for entry into Art II. This advanced curriculum will introduce advanced 
drawing and painting techniques. Figure drawing and portraits are an important part of the 
curriculum. The student will purchase art supplies. 
 
ART I I I                  Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisites: Ar t I I  portfolio review, and permission of the instructor. 
Grade Level: 11, 12 
Art III is art for the truly motivated. A grade of 90 or better in Art II is required for entry into Art 
III. Art III focuses on individual expression and development of style through the study of more 
advanced techniques. Students will explore the possibilities of various media in drawing, painting, 
printmaking, and 3 Dimensional work. The student will purchase art supplies. 
 
ART IV                Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisites: Ar t I I I  portfolio review, and permission of the instructor. 
Grade Level: 12 
Art IV is art for the truly motivated. A grade of 90 or better in Art III is required for entry into Art 
IV. Art IV focuses on mastering technique and development of a personal vision. Students will 
create of body of work through the development of a concentration using various art materials. 
The student will purchase art supplies. 
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ADVANCED PLACEMENT ART          Credit:  1.0 

Prerequisites: Ar t I , I I , and I I I  (grade B or higher  in Ar t I I I ) portfolio review, and 
permission of instructor. 
Grade Level: 11, 12 
ADVANCED PLACEMENT ART is catered specifically to artistically gifted students who would 
like to earn college credit. Its concentration areas include: AP Art Studio-Drawing; AP Art Studio-
2 Dimensional, AP Art Studio-3 Dimensional. The AP Portfolio consists of three sections: quality, 
breadth, and concentration. Students must present a portfolio, be recommended by the instructor, 
and complete the application process. Summer assignments are required. Students are required to 
purchase supplies and slides. Students are also required to take the AP exam in the spring. All 
students enrolled in this course must pay the fee of $85.00 to the AP Coordinator within the 
first 2 weeks of school. Summer work is required. 
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INSTRUMENTAL MUSIC 
 
COLOR GUARD          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Teacher recommendation and Audition  
Grade Level: 9, 10, 11, 12        
COLOR GUARD functions as a part of the marching band. The students learn marching skills, 
basic rhythm patterns and beginning music theory.  Also, students receive instruction in flag, 
saber, and rifle techniques.  Students are required to participate in summer band camp and 
after-school rehearsals.  Participation fees are assessed. 
 
BRASS          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite:  Audition 
Grade Level: 9, 10, 11, 12   
BRASS is a performance class dealing with marching as well as concert music and including 
theory and music appreciation. The group performs at football games, parades, and various concert 
performances throughout the year. Marching Band and Concert Band competitions are included in 
the curriculum as well as solo and ensemble participation.  Members of regional and all-state 
groups are selected from this class. An audition is required for entry into this class. Students are 
required to participate in summer band camp and after-school rehearsals.  Participation fees 
are assessed. 
 
WOODWI NDS           Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite:  Audition 
Grade Level: 9, 10, 11, 12   
WOODWINDS is a performance class dealing with marching as well as concert music and 
including theory and music appreciation. The group performs at football games, parades, and 
various concert performances throughout the year. Marching Band and Concert Band competitions 
are included in the curriculum as well as solo and ensemble participation.  Members of regional 
and all-state groups are selected from this class. An audition is required for entry into this class. 
Students are required to participate in summer band camp and after-school rehearsals.  
Participation fees are assessed. 
 
PERCUSSION         Credit: 1.0 
Prerequisite: Audition 
Grade Level: 9, 10, 11, 12   
BATTERY PERCUSSION is a performance class dealing with marching as well as concert music 
and including theory and music appreciation. The group performs at football games, parades, and 
various concert performances throughout the year. Percussionists will focus primarily on the 
playing of snare drum, toms, bass drum or cymbals.  Required performances are a large part of the 
grading criteria for this class. Marching Band and Concert Band competitions are included in the 
curriculum.  Members of regional and all-state groups are selected from this class. Students are 
required to participate in summer band camp and after-school rehearsals.  Participation fees 
are assessed. 
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MALLET PERCUSSION           Credit: 1.0 
Prerequisite: Audition 
Grade Level: 9, 10, 11, 12   
MALLET PERCUSSION is a performance class dealing with marching as well as concert music 
and including theory and music appreciation. The group performs at football games, parades, and 
various concert performances throughout the year. Percussionists will focus primarily on the 
playing of xylophone, marimba, vibraphone, bells and timpani.  Required performances are a large 
part of the grading criteria for this class. Marching Band and Concert Band competitions are 
included in the curriculum.  Members of regional and all-state groups are selected from this class. 
Students are required to participate in summer band camp and after-school rehearsals.  
Participation fees are assessed. 
 
INTERMEDIATE BAND              Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite:  Permission from Band Director 
INTERMEDIATE BAND is designed to advance the student toward an acceptable level of 
proficiency on his/her instrument through the use of fundamental exercises.  The High School 
Band DirectorÕs permission is required for enrollment.  Some after-school rehearsals may be 
required.  Some participation fees may be assessed. 
 
STRINGS         Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite:  Audition 
STRINGS is a performance class by audition only.  It focuses on concert music and includes 
theory and music appreciation. 
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VOCAL MUSIC 

 
CHORUS I  (Mixed)                                                                                                        Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: None 
Grade Level:  9. 10, 11, 12 
MIXED CHORUS is a beginning level class for students who wish to develop their vocal 
technique.  Basic theory, sight-reading, breathing and breath-support, resonance, and many other 
skills are developed.  This class if for those students who do not wish to commit to after-school 
activities or expenses. 
   
CHORUS I I  (Mixed)              Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite:  Audition 
Grade Level:  9, 10, 11, 12  
WOMEN OR MEN CHORUS is a beginning level class for students who may be slightly more 
advanced in vocal skills that the student taking ÒMixed ChorusÓ and/or wish to take part in more 
after-school activities including concerts, choral festivals, etc.  Some after-school practice is 
required.  There is a $50 chorus fee for this class, plus purchase of the performance clothing. 
 
CONCERT CHOIR           Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Teacher recommendation and an audition   
Grade Level: 9, 10, 11, 12 
CONCERT CHOIR is an intermediate-to-advanced level class for students who wish to develop 
their vocal skills and compete in festivals, audition for all-region and all-state choir, and perform 
more often. More time is required for after-school practices and performances, auditions, etc. than 
Chorus I or II.  A $100 fee is required, plus purchase of the performance clothing.   
 
CHORALE           Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Teacher recommendation and an audition 
Grade Level: 10, 11, 12 
CHORALE is an advanced level class for students who wish to develop their vocal skills and 
compete in festivals, audition for all-region and all-state choir, and perform at the highest level.  
More time is required for after-school practices and performances, auditions etc. than in Chorus I 
(Mixed), Chorus II (Mixed), or Concert Choir.  A $100 fee is required plus purchase of the 
performance clothing.  
 
SHOW/JAZZ CHOIR         Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Teacher recommendation and an audition  
(Students must ALSO be in Concert Choir  or Chorale) 
Grade Level:  10, 11, 12 
SHOW/JAZZ CHOIR is an advanced level course designed for students with strong vocal 
technique and strong knowledge of music fundamentals.  Course content may include advanced 
vocal technique, jazz theory, improvisation, and choreography.  Occasional performances, after-
school rehearsals, and competitions may be required as scheduled.  A choral fee and the purchase 
of performance attire are required for this class and are payable at the beginning of the year.   
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THEATRE AND COMMUNICATION ARTS 

 
THEATRE ARTS I : INTRO TO COMMUNICATION           Credit: 1.0 
Prerequisite: None 
Grade Level: 9, 10, 11, 12 
INTRO TO COMMUNICATION STUDIES introduces the student to basic public speaking 
techniques, discussion, debates, communication theory, parliamentary procedures, oral 
interpretation and dramatic performance concepts.  Both formal and casual speechmaking 
assignments are part of the course of study.  Reading and critical thinking skills are also 
emphasized.  Students will be required to have binder  for speeches and oral interpretation 
pieces.  
 
THEATRE ARTS I I : INTRO TO THEATRE          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: None 
Grade Level: 9, 10, 11, 12 
INTRO TO THEATRE offers the student a broad overview of the theatre world with particular 
attention paid to theatre history, theatre evaluation, and comparative media. This course also 
includes introductory approaches to improvisational acting techniques, acting styles, methodology, 
and scene study. As part of this course of study, students are required to critique live theatrical 
performances in the Memphis and surrounding areas. After-school and weekend hours devoted to 
the AHS Fine Arts Department are required.  
 
THEATRE ARTS I I I :  INTRO TO FILM &  VIDEO          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: None 
Grade Level: 9, 10, 11, 12 
INTRO TO FILM & VIDEO examines the areas of film and television production from historical, 
theoretical, and practical applications. The studies of film as literature and film evaluations are 
emphasized. Students receive hands-on instruction with film and video equipment. Written and 
oral critiques are required for each unit of film study. Co-curricular and after-school activities are 
a required part of evaluation. A $45 class fee is required for supplies. 
 
THEATRE ARTS VI:  FILM &  VIDEO I I           Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Intro to Film &  Video and permission of instructor 
Grade Level: 10, 11, 12 
FILM & VIDEO II provides the student with advanced concepts in film & video techniques as 
well as beginning practical explorations in television production settings. Film and video as art, 
the video documentary, electronic newsgathering techniques, and studio and remote production 
work are among the areas examined in the course of study. This course requires outside written 
film critiques at local movie theaters. The class is performance oriented, but also requires written 
and analytical work. Co-curricular and after- school activities are a required part of evaluation. A 
$45 class fee is required for supplies. 
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THEATRE ARTS VII : ACTING          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Intro to Theatre and/or permission of instructor 
Grade Level: 10, 11, 12 
THEATRE ARTS VII: ACTING is designed for the performance-oriented student. It examines 
practical and theoretical approaches to performance including improvisational acting, acting 
styles, acting methodology, movement, voice and scene study. Play writing and elementary 
directing techniques are included in this course of study. Serious attention is given to theatre 
aesthetics and theatre evaluation. Students are required to critique live theatrical presentations in 
the Memphis and surrounding areas. After-school and weekend hours devoted to the AHS Fine 
Arts Department are required.  
 
THEATRE ARTS IX: PRODUCTION WORKSHOP          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: A combination of two Theatre Ar ts classes and/or permission of instructor 
Grade Level: 11, 12 
THEATRE ARTS IX: PRODUCTION WORKSHOP provides a workshop setting for students 
who desire to learn advanced techniques and gain practical experience in all phases of technical 
theatre, production, and forensic activities.  This class serves as the technical crew for Arlington 
High, running lights and sound for numerous events.  This course requires extensive after class 
hours and weekend hours and is strictly performance-oriented. Each student is required to have 
a tool box which will include basic construction and painting supplies. 
 
THEATRE ARTS X:  ADVANCED FILM &  VIDEO          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: All previous Film &  Video classes, audition, and permission of the instructor 
Grade Level: 11, 12 
THEATRE ARTS X: ADVANCED FILM & VIDEO is designed for production oriented 
television students.  The class offers a laboratory setting that allows students to work in a practical 
television environment.  Students produce and direct a number of television productions as part of 
the course of study.  The class concentrates on TV and film projects.  Students are evaluated on a 
grade contract basis.  A $45 class fee is required for supplies. 
 
THEATRE ARTS XI:  ADVANCED ACTING          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Acting and/or permission of instructor 
Grade Level: 11, 12 
THEATRE ARTS XI:  ADVANCED ACTING provides the student with advanced concepts in 
acting techniques as well as beginning practical explorations in theatre production settings.  
Character analysis training, development of physical and vocal expression, monologue and group 
scene work, and stage management techniques are among the areas examined.  As part of the 
course of study, the students are required to critique live theatrical productions in the Memphis 
area.  Students must complete a directing project.  After  school and weekend hours devoted to 
the AHS Fine Ar ts Department are required. 
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THEATRE ARTS XII :  TV PRODUCTION WORKSHOP                                   Credit:  1.0 

Prerequisite:  All previous Film &  Video classes, audition, and permission of the instructor   
Grade Level:  10, 11, 12 
THEATRE ARTS XII:  TV PRODUCTION WORKSHOP provides a workshop setting for 
students who desire to learn advanced techniques and gain practical experience in all phases of 
television production.  An individual course of study is prepared for each student.  Select school 
broadcast and taped local programming for the community is created.  After school and weekend 
hours are required.  A $45 class fee is required for supplies.  
 
THEATRE ARTS XIV:  SENIOR VIDEO                                                                  Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite:  Introduction to Film &  Video and permission of instructor 
Grade Level:  12  
SENIOR VIDEO is a year long course designed to provide the student with basic and advanced 
knowledge of video production.  The curriculum consists of equipment operation, video idea 
development, and post-production editing.  The culmination of the class work is the production of 
a Senior Video Yearbook.  Hours outside of class are required for completion of video projects.  A 
$45 class fee is required for supplies.                               
 
TELEVISION LAB          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Intro to Film &  Video and permission of instructor 
Grade Level: 11, 12 
TELEVISION LAB allows students an opportunity to work in a television production setting.  
Daily production work as well as studio and remote techniques are all part of the course of study.  
This class requires after class hours and is performance oriented.  A $45 class fee is required for 
supplies.  
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FOREIGN LA NGUAGE 
FRENCH 
 
 
FRENCH I           Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: For incoming freshmen, 90 average in 8th grade English and teacher 
recommendation 
Grade Level: 9, 10, 11, 12 
FRENCH I is designed to develop basic conversational skills in French with emphasis on listening 
and speaking. Vocabulary building, grammar, and pronunciation are emphasized. A study of basic 
French culture and history is included.   
 
FRENCH I  HONORS          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: For incoming freshmen, 90 average in 8th grade Enr iched English and teacher 
recommendation   
Grade Level: 9, 10, 11, 12 
FRENCH I HONORS is for students with an above average aptitude in language acquisition. The 
course develops the skills of listening, speaking, reading, and writing in French. The culture and 
geography of France are also important components of study. Students are required to take the 
National French Exam (fee required). 
 
FRENCH I I                                                                                                                      Credit:  1.0  
Prerequisite:  Successful completion of French I  
Grade Level:  10, 11, 12 
FRENCH II is a continuation of French I.  Emphasis is on vocabulary building, the use of correct 
grammar and writing, and speaking French. 
 
FRENCH I I  HONORS                                                                                                   Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite:  Successful completion of French I  
Grade Level:  10, 11, 12 
FRENCH II HONORS is designed for students with above average aptitude in language 
acquisition.  The course is a continuation of French I with special emphasis on speaking the 
language.  Use of correct French grammar and development of writing skills are important 
components of this course.  Students are required to take the National French Exam (fee 
required).  
 
FRENCH I I I  HONORS                                                                                                  Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite:  Successful completion of French I I  
Grade Level:  11, 12 
FRENCH III HONORS is designed for students who want to increase their language proficiency 
and build their fluency in the French language.  Knowledge and master of grammar are stresses as 
well as the naturalness of the spoken French.  Outside readings are also included in the program.  
Students are required to take the National French Exam (fee required). 
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LATIN 
 
LATIN I           Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: For incoming freshmen, 90 average in 8th grade English and teacher 
recommendation 
Grade Level: 9, 10, 11, 12 
LATIN I is recommended for college-bound students, students planning careers in law or 
medicine, and those desiring a better understanding of English vocabulary, structure of grammar, 
and awareness of the Roman culture and its modern significance. As a basic grammar course, 
emphasis is placed on learning to translate.  
 
LATIN I  HONORS          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: For incoming freshmen, 90 average in 8th grade Enr iched English and teacher 
recommendation   
Grade Level: 9, 10, 11, 12  
LATIN I HONORS is for students who have an above average aptitude in language. It is 
recommended for students planning careers in law or medicine and for those desiring a better 
understanding of English. Vocabulary, derivatives, and translations from Latin to English and 
English to Latin are emphasized. This course focuses on the Roman culture.  Students are required 
to take the National Latin Exam  (fee required). 
 
LATIN I I           Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Latin I  
Grade Level: 10, 11, 12 
LATIN II stresses further study of grammar, vocabulary, derivatives, sentence structure, 
composition, and Roman culture. Students read and translate passages from Latin authors in 
adapted and original form.   
 
LATIN I I  HONORS          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Latin I  
Grade Level: 10, 11, 12 
LATIN II HONORS is an advanced study of Roman culture, grammar, vocabulary, derivatives, 
sentence structure, and composition.  Students read and translate advanced passages from Latin 
authors with emphasis on the home, school, pastimes, and ceremonies.  Students are required to 
take the National Latin Exam (fee required). 
 
LATIN I I I  HONORS                                                                                                      Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite:  Successful completion of Latin I I  
Grade Level:  11, 12 
LATIN III HONORS is designed to reinforce basic Latin grammar and to train students to read 
and interpret a wide variety of classical and medieval texts.  Emphasis is placed on history, 
culture, and literature. Students are required to take the National Latin Exam (fee required). 
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SPANISH 

 
SPANISH I          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: For incoming freshmen, a 90 average in 8th grade Enr iched English and 
teacher recommendation 
Grade Level: 9, 10, 11, 12 
SPANISH I concentrates on grammar, vocabulary, and pronunciation with emphasis on written 
and oral proficiency in Spanish. This course is designed to develop basic conversational skills in 
Spanish. A study of the cultures of Spanish-speaking countries is included.  
 
SPANISH I HONORS          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: For incoming freshmen, 94 average in 8th grade Enr iched English and teacher 
recommendation    
Grade Level: 9, 10, 11, 12 
SPANISH I HONORS is designed for linguistically talented students. Grammatical structures and 
vocabulary are taught in a context which emphasizes communication skills in listening, speaking, 
reading, and writing Spanish. Students are required to purchase supplementary materials and take 
the National Spanish Exam (fee required). 
 
SPANISH I I           Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Spanish I   
Grade Level: 10, 11, 12 
SPANISH II emphasizes the continued study of Spanish grammar and usage with emphasis on 
proficiency in the written and spoken language.   
 
SPANISH I I  HONORS          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Successful completion of  Spanish I   
Grade Level: 10, 11, 12 
SPANISH II HONORS emphasizes increased skills in reading, conversation, and fluency in 
Spanish. Students are required to purchase supplementary materials and take the National Spanish 
Exam (fee required). Students who meet the criteria and plan to take a third year of Spanish must 
enroll in this course.  
 
SPANISH I I I  HONORS          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Spanish I I   
Grade Level: 11, 12 
Spanish III Honors includes an advanced study of grammatical structure and an introduction to 
literature.  Communication skills and vocabulary growth are emphasized.  Students in this course 
should have at least a 94 in Spanish II or a 90 in an Honors Spanish II. Students are required to 
purchase supplementary materials and take the National Spanish Exam (fee required). 
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SPANISH IV HONORS                                                                                              Credit:  1.0 

Prerequisite:  Successful completion of Spanish I I I  
Grade Level:  12 
SPANISH IV HONORS is designed to include a review of grammatical structures and emphasis 
on vocabulary growth and communication skills in conjunction with a survey of Spanish and 
Spanish-American history, art, and literature.  Students are required to purchase supplementary 
materials and take the National Spanish Exam (fee required). 
 
ADVANCED PLACEMENT SPANISH                                                                       Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite:  Successful completion of Spanish I I I  
Grade Level:  12 
ADVANCED PLACEMENT SPANISH follows the course description established by The 
College Board of Spanish Language and Spanish Literature.  This course is designed for those 
students who wish to develop proficiency in the communication skills while studying the works of 
selected Spanish and Spanish-American authors.  Students are required to pay for and participate 
in The College Board AP testing program and must purchase supplementary materials. Al l 
students enrol led in this course must pay the fee of $85.00 to the AP Coordinator within 
the f ir st 2 weeks of school. 
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HEALTH  SCIENCE AND TECHNOLOGY 
 

 
HEALTH SCIENCE EDUCATION                                 Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisites:  Completion or current enrollment in Biology, membership in student 
organization HOSA, and class fees are required.  
Grades:  10     
HEALTH SCIENCE EDUCATION is an introduction to broad standards that serve as a 
foundation for students interested in occupations in health care. Academic units included are 
health care career clusters, medical terminology, safety practices, communication systems, legal 
responsibilities, medical ethics, patient diversity, HOSA, first aid, CPR, and basic clinical skills. 
  
         
 
MEDICAL THERAPEUTICS                                 Credit:  1.0  
Prerequisites:  Health Science Education, membership in student organization HOSA, and 
class fees are required.      
Grades: 10, 11, 12  
MEDICAL THERAPEUTICS emphasizes the application of medical terminology, basic anatomy 
and physiology, infection control and physical exam, legal/ethical responsibilities, and CPR. This 
course provides knowledge and skills to maintain or change the health status of an individual over 
time. Students explore in detail the therapeutic areas of medicine, nursing, dietetics, pharmacy, 
dentistry, respiratory therapy, physical/occupational therapy, and others. 
 
      
BIOMEDICAL APPLICATIONS                                   Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisites:  Health Science Education, Chemistry, and Teacher Recommendation, 
membership in student organization HOSA, and class fees are required. 
Grades:  11, 12         
BIOMEDICAL APPLICATIONS provides an overview of biomedical research applications. 
Students will acquire a basic understanding of laboratory procedures and fundamentals required 
for biomedical research. Areas of study will include: the history and development of biomedical 
research, the legal environment and technology transfer processes, application for recombinant 
DNA, protein expression and purification, cell and tissue culture techniques, and completion of an 
individual student project. 
 
WORK-BASED LEARNING/CO-OP                                  Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisites:  Two years of any Health Science courses and teacher recommendation, 
Membership into student organization, HOSA, and Class fees are required. 
Grade:  12       
Cooperative methodology is a work-based learning class for Health Science students. The course 
allows students in both the university and technical paths to have access to a system of 
experiences that apply classroom theories to practical problems and to explore career options at 
the work-site 
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MARKETI NG EDUCATI ON 
 

 
MARKETING AND MANAGEMENT I  Ð PRINCIPLES                   Credit: 1.0   
Prerequisite:  None 
Grade Level:  10, 11 
MARKETING & MANAGEMENT I - A study of marketing concepts and principles and their 
practical application. Students will examine risks and challenges marketers face to establish a 
competitive edge. Subject matter includes economics, marketing foundations/functions with 
emphasis on selling, promotion, product/service management, pricing and distribution. In addition, 
this course will explore human resource and leadership development. 
Membership in DECA ($30 membership fee) and a flash dr ive is required. 
 
MARKETING AND MANAGEMENT I I  - PRINCIPLES          Credit: 1.0 
Prerequisite:  One marketing credit in a core course  
Grade Level:  11, 12 
MARKETING & MANAGEMENT II emphasizes marketing concepts and management functions 
performed by professionals.  Students will examine challenges, responsibilities, and risks 
managers face in todayÕs workplace.  Emphasizes is on the development of decision making skills 
so that students understand the impact of management-oriented challenges.  Subject matter 
includes finance, entrepreneurship, risk management, marketing information systems, purchasing, 
human resource skills, and leadership development. 
Membership in DECA ($30 membership fee) and a flash dr ive is required. 
 
HOSPITALITY MANAGEMENT              Credit: 1.0 
Prerequisite:  One marketing credit in a core course  
Grade Level:  11, 12 
HOSPITALITY MANAGEMENT is a study of the various components of the hospitality 
management industry.  This course prepares students for gainful employment and/or post-
secondary training in the hospitality industry.  Content provides students the opportunity to 
acquire marketable skills by examining the industry, exploring career opportunities and 
developing the interpersonal and technical skills. 
Membership in DECA ($30 membership fee) and a flash dr ive is required. 
 
RETAIL OPERATIONS             Credit: 0.5 
Prerequisite:  One marketing credit in a core course  
Grade Level: 11, 12 
RETAIL OPERATIONS will include the various components of the retail trade. The subject 
matter will include marketing concepts, economic concepts, information management, finance and 
risk management, distribution and inventory, buying and pricing, promotion, selling, customer 
service, retail careers, integration with academic subject matter, the vocational student 
organization and the cooperative work experience. 
Membership in DECA ($30 membership fee) and a flash dr ive is required. 
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SPORTS AND ENTERTAINMENT MARKETING           Credit: 0.5 
Prerequisite:  One marketing credit in a core course  
Grade Level: 11, 12 
SPORTS AND ENTERTAINMENT MARKETING will include a specialized marketing course 
which is designed for students to develop skills in the areas of facility design, merchandising, 
advertising, public relations/publicity, event marketing, sponsoring, ticket distribution, and career 
opportunities as they relate to the sports and entertainment industry 
Membership in DECA ($30 membership fee) and a flash dr ive is required. 
 
 
WORK BASED LEARNING COOPERATIVE            Credit: 1.0 
Prerequisites:  One marketing credit in a core course and Teacher Recommendation  
Grade Level: 12 
Marketing Co-op program allows senior marketing students to obtain a credit for work experience.  
The student must complete a total of 360 work credit hours in a marketing related occupation 
approved by the instructor.  Requirements also include a written report each nine weeks and 
completion of an evaluation by the employer.   
Teacher Recommendation required. 
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MATHEMATI CS 
 
FOUNDATIONS I I          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: None 
Grade Level: 9 
FOUNDATIONS II (pre-algebra) is designed as a preparation for the study of algebra and 
includes pre-geometry. It is designed for students who need another year of mathematics in order 
to adequately prepare for Algebra I. A scientific calculator is required. The state-mandated, end-
of-course test counts as 15% of the second semester grade. 
 
ALGEBRA I           Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: For incoming freshmen, at least an average of 86 and approval by 8th grade 
math teacher 
Grade Level: 9, 10 
ALGEBRA I is an introduction to the fundamental concepts of operations involving numbers and 
variables including polynomials, exponents, radicals, linear and quadratic equations. Concept 
building through connections, reasoning, and communication is emphasized. A scientific 
calculator is required. State-mandated, end-of-course test counts as 15% of the second semester 
grade and must be passed in order to graduate. 
 
ALGEBRA I  HONORS           Credit: 1.0 
Grade Level: 9 ONLY 
Prerequisite:  Recommendation from 8th grade math teacher and at least a 90 average in 
Enr iched 8th grade math or 94 in 8th grade math class 
ALGEBRA I HONORS is designed for students with an excellent, enriched, or accelerated 8th 
grade math background who want a more challenging approach to Algebra I. More emphasis will 
be placed on understanding and using the different sets of real numbers; on developing the concept 
of functions; on establishing connections between graphs, equations, and numerical patterns; and 
on solving a greater variety of problems. State-mandated, end-of-course test counts as 15% of the 
second semester grade and must be passed in order to graduate. 
 
UNIFIED GEOMETRY          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Algebra I  
Grade Level: 9, 10, 11 
UNIFIED GEOMETRY is designed to develop an understanding of the basic structure of 
geometry, plane and solid, and of the critical and creative reasoning skills necessary for 
proficiency in problem solving. The content includes the basics of formal geometric proofs, the 
use of algebraic methods in solving problems in geometry, the properties of geometric figures and 
special applications, the area and volume formulas, and transformations. A scientific calculator is 
required.  
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GEOMETRY HONORS          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Algebra I  
Grade Level: 9, 10, 11 
GEOMETRY HONORS is a more challenging approach to geometry. More emphasis is placed on 
visualizing and performing transformations of figures, investigating solid figures, trigonometric 
relationships, connecting algebraic and geometric concepts, justifying conclusions and making 
logical arguments. Students enrolling in geometry honors in the ninth grade should plan to 
complete AP calculus. A scientific calculator is required.  
 
ALGEBRA I I           Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Geometry 
Grade Level: 10, 11, 12  
ALGEBRA II is designed as a continuation of Algebra I. Topics from Algebra I are treated with 
more detail and depth. In addition to these topics, the content includes a study of number systems, 
relations and functions, exponents and logarithms, quadratic relations, systems of equations and 
inequalities, probability and statistics, and rational expressions. A TI-83 Plus Graphing Calculator 
is recommended.  
 
ALGEBRA I I  HONORS          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Successful completion of Geometry 
Grade Level: 10, 11, 12 
ALGEBRA II HONORS is designed for students who want a more challenging approach to 
Algebra II. More emphasis is placed on using function notation, identifying domain and range, 
investigating logarithmic and trigonometric functions, connecting algebraic and geometric 
concepts, justifying conclusions in making logical arguments, and solving a greater variety of 
problems. A TI-83 Plus Graphing Calculator is required.  
 
PRE-CALCULUS HONORS           Credit: 1.0 
Prerequisites: Successful completion of Algebra I I  
Grade Level:  11 
PRE-CALCULUS HONORS is designed for students who are majoring in Math or Science and 
who want a more challenging approach to Pre-Calculus. More emphasis will be placed on 
investigating transformations of functions and graphs; on applying logarithmic and trigonometric 
functions in problem situations; on using polar equations; on justifying conclusions and making 
logical arguments; and on integrating and interrelating the various fields of mathematics. The TI-
85 and TI-86 graphing calculators will be used extensively. Students should consider purchasing 
their own graphing calculator.  Note: Students who take this course in 11th grade must plan to 
take AP Calculus the following year. 
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CALCULUS                                                                                                                 Credit:  1.0 

Prerequisites:  Algebra I I  
Grade Level:  12 
CALCULUS is designed to provide students with foundations in both differential and integral 
calculus including applications of each.  The content includes analytic preparation, functions, 
limits, derivatives, integrals, and transcendental functions.  Students must be proficient with a 
graphing calculator and it is strongly recommended that they own a TI-83 Plus graphing 
calculator. 
 
ADVANCED PLACEMENT CALCULUS AB                                                           Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisites:  Successful completion of Pre-Calculus 
Grade Level:  12 
This is a college level mathematics course 
ADVANCED PLACEMENT CALCULUS AB is divided into three major themes:  1) functions, 
graphs, and limits 2) derivatives  3) intergrals.  A graphing calculator is recommended. Al l  
students enrol led in this course must pay the fee of $85.00 to the AP Coordinator within 
the f ir st 2 weeks of school. 
 
ADVANCED ALGEBRA &  TRIGONOMETRY                                                            Credit 1.0 
Prerequisites:  Algebra II 
Grade Level:  11, 12 
ADVANCED ALGEBRA & TRIGONOMETRY focuses on pulling together previous 
mathematics courses with emphasis on analyzing functions, including trigonometric functions.  
Although not as rigorous as PreCalculus, it is intended for students who need more mathematics 
preparations for College Algebra.  The use of a graphing calculator is integral to this course. 
 
DUAL ENROLLMENT COLLEGE ALGEBRA                                                            Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisites:   
Grade Level:  12 
DUAL ENROLLMENT COLLEGE ALGEBRA is designed for seniors who may want to earn 
both high school and college credit for the successful completion of the course.  The course 
continues the concepts taught in Algebra II.  The course also includes trigonometry and 
probability.  The cost of this course is $385 plus the cost of the textbook.  Students must have an 
admission score (30 times GPA plus ACT composite) of 100 and an ACT Math subscore of at 
least a 19.

PHYSICAL EDUCATI ON AND HEALTH  
 
LIFETIME WELLNESS          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: None 
Grade Level: 9, 10 
WELLNESS is a required physical education course that combines the principles of physical 
education and health. The emphasis in this class is on total, lifetime fitness and positive lifestyle 
management.  
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SCIENCE 
 
LIFE SCIENCE          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: None  
Grade Level: 9 
LIFE SCIENCE presents concepts of the origin and basis of all life starting with the cell and cell 
functions, progressing through classification and a comparative look at characteristics of each 
kingdom. Life Science is a laboratory-oriented course that studies living organisms in the world. 
 
PHYSICAL SCIENCE          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: None 
Grade Level: 9, 10 
PHYSICAL SCIENCE is a laboratory-oriented course which provides a foundation for the 
physical sciences of chemistry and physics. Students work to improve their skills in the analysis, 
organization, and presentation of scientific data.  
 
BIOLOGY          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Concurrently enrolled in Algebra I  or higher  math.  
Grade Level: 9, 10, 11 
BIOLOGY I consists of classroom and laboratory study of plant and animal life. Cytology, 
genetics, microbiology, plant structure and systems, invertebrate and vertebrate zoology, and 
ecology are studied in this Gateway course. A year-end test, which counts as 15% of the second 
semester grade, must be passed to meet state-mandated graduation requirements. 
 
BIOLOGY I  HONORS          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Concurrently enrolled in Algebra I  or higher  math. 
Grade Level: 9, 10 
HONORS BIOLOGY I is designed to accentuate the thought processes and enhance the scientific 
competencies of each student. The course work is designed to utilize and magnify cognitive 
abilities by laboratory experiences that emphasize problem solving, information gathering, and 
decision-making. The course consists of an in-depth study of biological concepts. Assessment is 
based on objective and essay tests, oral presentations, student performance, and a portfolio. A 
year-end test, which counts as 15% of the second semester grade, must be passed to meet state-
mandated graduation requirements.  
 
ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCE          Credit:  0.5 
Prerequisite: Technical Path and Biology 
Grade Level: 11, 12 
ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCE is a course that focuses on the development of the environmental 
movement and explores natural ecosystems and issues concerning a growing world population.  
Issues are approached at a basic level and build in a logical, systematic way toward a solid, 
comprehensive understanding of our natural resources. When paired with ecology, students may 
earn a full science credit which can be used as one of the three sciences needed for graduation. 
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ECOLOGY       Credit:  0.5 

Prerequisite: Technical Path and Biology 
Grade Level: 11, 12 
ECOLOGY examines the fundamental principles that determine the variety and distribution of 
plant and animal life on earth. Topics include climate, soil types and formation, topography, 
cycles of energy and matter, the adaptation of various life forms to their ecosystems, 
interrelationships  within  ecosystems,  succession,  and  population  dynamics.  When paired with 
Environmental Science,  students may earn a full science credit which can be used as one of the 
three sciences needed for graduation. 
 
CHEMISTRY I           Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Biology 
Grade Level: 10, 11, 12 
CHEMISTRY I involves the study of elements, compounds, formulas, symbols, equations, 
solutions, gas laws, atomic theory, and organic chemistry. Laboratory experiences are an 
important part of this course. Emphasis is placed on reasoning and application of math concepts.   
 
CHEMISTRY I  HONORS          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Biology 
Grade Level: 10, 11, 12 
HONORS CHEMISTRY is designed for students who plan to major in the sciences, mathematics, 
medicine, or engineering in college. The following basic principles are developed:  the nature of 
matter, atomic theory, the mole concept, organic chemistry and physical inorganic chemical 
concepts. These concepts and principles are developed through laboratory exercises, class 
discussions, lectures, demonstrations, and science projects. 
 
PHYSICS          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Biology, Chemistry, enrollment in or completion of Algebra I I , and science 
teacherÕs recommendation  
Grade Level: 11, 12 
PHYSICS is the study of matter and energy and the relationships between them.  It is often 
considered the basis for all sciences.  Physics offers us the knowledge and technology to design 
and build CD players, computer chips, calculators, lasers, and other devices which change 
everyoneÕs life.  Major topics include mechanics (motion, forces, vectors, universal gravitation, 
momentum, work, energy), properties of matter (thermal energy, states of matter), waves and light 
(sound, light, optics), electricity and magnetism, and atomic and nuclear physics.  
 
HUMAN ANATOMY AND PHYSIOLOGY          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Biology and Chemistry  
Grade Level: 11, 12 
HUMAN ANATOMY AND PHYSIOLOGY is a systemic study of the human body by comparing 
the structures and integrated functions of the various systems.  Emphasis will be on the major 
systems and how they coordinate activities to help maintain a healthy body.   
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ADVANCED PLACEMENT CHEMISTRY       Credit:  1.0 

Prerequisite: Chemistry, Algebra I I , and chemistry teacherÕs recommendation 
Grade Level: 11, 12 
ADVANCED PLACEMENT CHEMISTRY covers concepts which will enable the student to pass 
the AP Examination in Chemistry.  The cost of the exam is set by College Board and must be paid 
at the beginning of the year.  Receiving a certain score on the exam may earn the student a college 
credit.  Topics include atomic theory, molecular theory, stoichiometry, chemical reactions, the 
behavior of gases, chemical kinetics, thermochemistry, thermodynamics, oxidation-reduction, and 
equilibrium.  Lab work supplements the content of the course.  Students must be available to do 
lab work before and/or after school. Al l students enrol led in this course must pay the fee of 
$85.00 to the AP Coordinator within the fir st 2 weeks of school. 
 
ADVANCED PLACEMENT BIOLOGY                                                                       Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite:  Biology, Chemistry, Algebra II, and Biology teacherÕs recommendation 
Grade Level:  12 
ADVANCED PLACEMENT BIOLOGY is a college level course designed to challenge student 
knowledge of biological theory and processes beyond the general Biology coursework.  It is an 
intensive study of several biological topics including evolution, biological interdependence, 
biochemistry, taxonomy, genetics, and anatomy.  Extensive laboratory participation is required. 
All students enrol led in this course must pay the fee of $85.00 to the AP Coordinator 
within the f ir st 2 weeks of school. 
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SOCIAL STUDIES 
 
WORLD GEOGRAPHY          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: None 
Grade Level: 9, 10 
WORLD GEOGRAPHY provides students the opportunity to explore the relationship between 
people and the land on which they live. This course includes the study of land formation, climate 
patterns, and the cultural, economic, and political characteristics of human populations.  
 
WORLD GEOGRAPHY HONORS          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Teacher recommendation and Ò86Ó average in English 
Grade Level: 9, 10 
WORLD GEOGRAPHY HONORS is designed for the student who wants to go beyond the 
general survey level of World Geography. This course requires outside readings and research 
projects, creating a challenging workload. 
 
WORLD HISTORY          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: None 
Grade Level: 9, 10 
WORLD HISTORY is a yearlong course consisting of a broad survey of the history of the world. 
This course offers both a multicultural and historical study of the worldÕs major regions from pre-
history through modern times. World History requires a strong level of reading comprehension 
and critical thinking. 
 
WORLD HISTORY HONORS          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Teacher recommendation and Ò86Ó average in English 
Grade Level: 9, 10 
WORLD HISTORY HONORS is a yearlong course consisting of a broad survey of the history of 
the world.  This course offers both a multicultural and historical study of the worldÕs major 
regions from pre-history through modern times and is designed for the student who wants to learn 
beyond the general survey of standard world history. World History requires a strong level of 
reading comprehension and critical thinking.  
 
UNITED STATES HISTORY          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: None 
Grade Level: 11 
UNITED STATES HISTORY provides students with a study of Reconstruction to the present. 
Students will utilize different methods used by historians to interpret the past, including point of 
view and historical context. 
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ADVANCED PLACEMENT UNITED STATES HISTORY          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: United States History 
Grade Level: 11, 12 
ADVANCED PLACEMENT UNITED STATES HISTORY provides the student with the 
analytical skills and factual knowledge necessary to deal critically with American history.  This 
course emphasizes the skills necessary to arrive at conclusions on the basis of an informed 
judgment and to present reasons and evidence clearly and persuasively in an essay format. The 
College BoardÕs AP U.S. History exam will be administered in May. All students enrol led in 
this course must pay the fee of $85.00 to the AP Coordinator within the f ir st 2 weeks of 
school and a $20 course fee is required. 
 
FACING HI STORY &  OURSELVES                                                                           Credit:  0.5 
Prerequisite: None  
Grade Level:  11,12 
FACING HISTORY & OURSELVES is an examination of mankindÕs methods to promote 
knowledge, values, and skills needed to preserve and protect democracy.  The course explores 
issues of racism, anti-Semitism, and violence, as well as those of courage, caring, and compassion 
for all humanity.  The course helps students to make connections between the past and the 
present.  The course encourages students to think about their responsibility to participate in our 
democracy and to avoid the pitfalls of prejudice and discrimination. 
 
ECONOMICS                                                                                                                 Credit:  0.5 
Prerequisite: None   
Grade Level:  12 
ECONOMICS is a study of how people, businesses, and governments choose to use resources.  
The course includes the fundamental principles of the American free enterprise system and the 
factors that influence its function.  The course also provides an understanding of how basic 
economic concepts affect decisions made by consumers, producers, and their government.  The 
course gives a perspective of the American economy followed by a traditional sequence of studies 
ranging from a look at the concept of scarcity to a view of international economic conditions.

Al l students enrol led in this course must pay the fee of $85.00 to the AP Coordinator 
within the f ir st 2 weeks of school and a $20 course fee is requir ed.

Prerequisite: None   
Grade Level:  12 
UNITED STATES GOVERNMENT is a study of the structure, functions, and powers of 
government at the national, state, and local levels.  The core of the study is the United StatesÕ 
founding principles and beliefs.  The course also includes a comparison of the U.S. government to 
non-democratic systems. 
 
ADVANCED PLACEMENT U.S. GOVERNMENT                                                     Credit:  0.5 
Prerequisite: None   
Grade Level:  12 
ADVANCED PLACEMENT U.S. GOVERNMENT provides an analytical perspective 
government and politics in the United States.  The course involves both the study of general 
concepts used to interpret U.S. politics and the analysis of specific case studies.  The course also 
requires familiarity with the various institutions, groups, beliefs, and ideas that constitute U.S. 
political reality.  Students will be required to purchase supplementary materials during the course 
study. Al l students enrol led in this course must pay the fee of $85.00 to the AP Coordinator 
within the f ir st 2 weeks of school and a $20 course fee is requir ed.

PSYCHOLOGY is a study of the individual and the personality.  The course emphasizes learning 
and personality theory, normal and abnormal behavior, problem solving and conflict analysis.

CONTEMPORARY ISSUES is a study of current political, social, and economic issues of 
importance to American and world society.  The course promotes critical thinking and cooperative 
learning in the examination of current issues Ð local, state, national, and international.

Grade Level:  11, 12 
PERSONAL FINANCE course is designed as a hands-on course for juniors and seniors to 
promote financial literacy.  The implementation of the ideas, concepts, knowledge, and skills 
taught in this course will enable students to implement decision-making skills they must apply and 
use to become wise and knowledgeable consumers, savers, investors, users of credit, money 
managers, citizens, and members of a global workforce and society.

COSMETOLOGY 
 
PRINCIPLES OF COSMETOLOGY                       Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite:  None 
Grade Level:  10 
PRINCIPLES OF COSMETOLOGY is the first level of cosmetology, and it prepares students 
with work-related skills for advancement into the Design Principles of Cosmetology course.  
Content provides students the opportunity to acquire basic fundamental skills in both theory and 
practical applications of leadership and interpersonal skill development.  Content stresses safety, 
environmental issues, and protection of the public and designers as integrated with principles of 
hair design, nail structure, and cosmetic procedures.  Laboratory facilities and experiences 
stimulate those found in the cosmetology industry.  The purchase of workbooks is encouraged, as 
well as a new manikin each subsequent year.  K it purchase ($205) and student organization 
membership, SkillsUSA ($30), are required.  
 
DESIGNS OF COSMETOLOGY                        Credit:  2.0 
Prerequisite:  Pr inciples of Cosmetology 
Grade Level:  11 
DESIGNS OF COSMETOLOGY is the second level of cosmetology and prepares students for 
work-related skills and advancement into the Chemistry of Cosmetology course.  Content provides 
students the opportunity to acquire knowledge and skills in both theory and practical application.  
Advanced knowledge and skills in hair design, nail artistry, and cosmetic applications will be 
enhanced in a laboratory setting Ð which duplicates cosmetology industry standards.  Upon 
completion and acquisition of 600 hours, students are eligible to take the Tennessee Board of 
Cosmetology manicuring examination for a Tennessee Manicure License.  K it upgrade ($80) and 
student organization membership, SkillsUSA ($30), are required. 
 
CHEMISTRY OF COSMETOLOGY                       Credit:  2.0 
Prerequisite:  Pr inciples of Cosmetology 
Grade Level:  12 
CHEMISTRY OF COSMETOLOGY is the advanced level of cosmetology and it prepares 
students to perform work-related services using chemicals in the cosmetology industry.  Content 
provides students the opportunity to acquire foundation skills in both theory and practical 
applications.  Laboratory facilities and experiences will be used to simulate cosmetology work 
experiences.  Upon completion and acquisition of 1500 hours, students are eligible to take the 
Tennessee State Board of Cosmetology examination for a Tennessee Cosmetology License.  Upon 
completion and acquisition of 600 hours, students are eligible to take the Tennessee State Board of 
Cosmetology Manicuring examination for a Tennessee Manicuring License.  K it upgrade ($80) 
and student organization membership, SkillsUSA ($30), are required.  
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LEISURE CRAFT 
 
CAREER MANAGEMENT SUCCESS          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: None 
Grade Level: 9, 10 
CAREER MANAGEMENT SUCCESS is a core course for career clusters. The course provides 
students with tools for achieving success in their academic, work, and personal lives. All course 
content is presented in a real-world context, providing concrete opportunities for developing 
personal and career goals, effective communication skills, teamwork abilities, and successful work 
attitudes. Leisure Craft students must have this class to complete the core. 
 
LEISURE CRAFT: SMALL ENGINE TECHNOLOGY          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: Career  Management Success  
Grade Level: 10, 11 
LEISURE CRAFT: SMALL ENGINE TECHNOLOGY is a course that prepares students for 
entry-level positions or advancement in the Leisure Craft career paths. The course of study focuses 
on motorcycles, watercraft, all-terrain vehicles (ATV), jet skis, outboard motor boats, and garden 
vehicles. Content provides students the opportunity to acquire skills relating to safety, shop 
operations, and basic technician skills in brake systems, suspension systems, steering systems, tilt 
and trim systems, and transmission systems relating to leisure craft. Students will perform 
inspections, tests, and measurements for diagnosis and perform needed repairs. Education and 
experience simulate the leisure craft service industry operations through the use of training aids 
and modules and offer school-based and work-based learning opportunities.  A shop fee of $30 is 
required.  

 
WELDING, BASIC PRINCIPLES OF                                                                         Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisites:  Career  Management Success and Algebra I   
Grade Level:  10, 11, 12 
BASIC PRINCIPLES OF WELDING is a course where students will learn basic skills and 
knowledge related to cutting and welding applications.  Welding and cutting skills will be 
developed in the context of a series of projects.  A shop fee of $30 is required. 
 
LEISURE CRAFT:  SMALL ENGINE TECHNOLOGY - SYSTEMS                    Credit:  2.0 
Prerequisites:  Career  Management Success  
Grade Level:  11, 12 
LEISURE CRAFT:  SMALL ENGINE TECHNOLOGY-SYSTEMS is  course that prepares 
students for entry-level positions or advancement in the small engine career paths.  The course of 
study focuses on motorcycles, watercraft, all-terrain vehicles (ATV), jet skies, outboard motor 
boats, and garden vehicles.  Content provides students the opportunity to acquire skills relating to 
safety, shop operations, and basic technician skills in brake systems, suspension systems steering 
systems, tilt and trim systems, and transmission systems relating to small engines.  Students will 
perform inspections, tests, and measurements for diagnosis and perform needed repairs.  
Education and experience simulate the small engine service industry operations through the use of 
training aids and modules and offer school-based and work-based learning opportunities.   A shop 
fee of $30 is required.

CRIMINAL JUSTICE I          Credit:  1.0 
Prerequisite: None 
Grade Level: 10, 11 
CRIMINAL JUSTICE I, the first level of study of criminal justice careers, prepares students for 
work-related knowledge and skills for advancement into the second level of criminal justice 
careers.  Course content focuses on areas comprised of planning, managing, and providing 
judicial, legal, and protective services.  The course is an overview of the legal justice system and 
builds a better understanding of the development of laws on state, federal, and international levels.  
New technology and career opportunities in criminal justice are an integral part of the course 
content.  Membership in the student organization is required Ð fee $30.

Prerequisite:  Cr iminal Justice I   
Grade Level:  10, 11 
CRIMINAL JUSTICE II will offer an in-depth study of criminal justice careers in which current 
criminal justice careers issues will be discussed a debated.  Local, state, federal, and international 
laws will be analyzed.  Subject matter will include a comparison of the criminal justice careers in 
the United States with other countries.  Students will have opportunities to participate in mock 
trials and field trips with criminal justice careers emphasis.  Course content will introduce new 
technology, effects of forensic analysis, and career opportunities.  The course content will include 
information for planning, managing, and providing judicial criminal justices. Membership in the 
student organization is required Ð fee $30.

Prerequisite:  Cr iminal Justice I I   
Grade Level:  11, 12 
CRIMINAL JUSTICE III is a course where students will apply knowledge gained in Criminal 
Justice I and II through the use of research exercises.  American Psychological Association (APA) 
research guidelines, a professional standard, will provide the format basis.  The course will call 
upon students to engage in a variety of professionally used information gathering techniques, 
including conducting interviews, making observations at courthouses, researching, formulating, 
and evaluating statistical data through Place-Based Learning.  The individual and group activities 
will help students develop problem solving and teamwork skills in conjunction with development 
of academic skills.  This program uses as its foundation work-place related experiences, students 
are expected to travel outside the classroom as part of their research-gathering activities that will 
provide more context, detail, and real-life activities.  The course is designed for seniors in 
preparation for continuing education in the areas of criminal justice careers. Membership in the 
student organization is required Ð fee $30. 
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
