I ntroduction

This catalog provides parents and students with a genea description of courses available at
Arlington High School. Availability of a class is deermined by need as students register in the
spring semester for the following year® courses. Note: Courses may be deleted due to
budgetary constraints, ladk of student interest, or unavailability of qualified teachers. Please
use this book throughoutthe year for reference regarding gradudion requirements, curriculum
offeringsand variouspolicies.

Course Selection

Course sdlection is a very important process. Please take the time to carefully consder the
selection of these courses. After the course selection process is completed, course changes will not
be permitted. Teacher recommendaionsare required for placement in all Honors classes. Please
have your teacher sign ontheline provided on the Course Selection Card.

Course Add/Drop Policy

Course selection should be made with careful consderation. The following rules and deadlines
shdl apply regarding a student-initiated request to add or drop a sixth elective course. Required
courses cannot be dropped. All student requests mus be accompanied by a signel paental
request. A request to drop an elective course does not conditute approvd to drop tha course.
Find approvd to add or drop will be granted by the school counglor or administrator unde very
specific circumstances. All Drop and Add Requests must be submitted by July 24, 2009 by
telephone or e-mail to the grade level counselor. The Tennessee Board of Education regulations
require that al students be enrolled in courses tha will produce at least five (5) credits toward
graduaion each school year. Therefore, only a sixth subject course (elective course) can be
congdered for dropping or adding.

Gateway Tests and End-of-Cour se Assessment

Gateway tests are mandaed by the Tennessee State Board of Education and are untimed, year-end
tests, which students mug pass as pat of the requirements for earning a high school diploma.
Students enrolled in Algebra |, Biology | and English 11 mug pass the Gateway tests in order to
meet high school gradudion requirements. The Gateway tests aso count as 15% of the second
semester grade, and the scores become pat of studentsO permanent records Calculators are
permitted for the Algebral test. Also mandaed by the Tennessee State Board of Education are the
End-of-Course tests in English | and United States History. Each test lasts approximately sixty
minutes; calculators are permitted for Math Foundaions II. The test scores count 15% of the
second semester grade in the respective classes. Please refer to the State Department web site for

BUSINESS PRINCIPLES is a core course in which studerts areintroducedto all apects of business: the
domedic and intermational ecanomies finarcial principles maragemen strateges administratve and
informaion systems ethics, and orgarnizatonal and professional leadership. Studerts will aralyze the
elemerts of the business ervironmert and focus on attitudinal and problemsolving skills inherert to
succes.

AMERICAN BUSINESSLEGAL SYSTEMS

Credit: 0.5

Prerequisite: None

Grade Level: 10,11, 12

framework in which American business functions. The students will evaluate the influence of the free
erterprise system in a demacraic society on daily decisions. Studernts will aralyze the alliance between

COMPUTER LITERACY

Begnners All-Pupose Symbolic Instruction Code (BASIC). The student will utilize the commans,
statemerts, ard proceduresof this language to write, run, debug, and edt computer programs A flash drive
and $10.00 lab feeis accessed.




ACCOUNTING |

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites Algebra |

Grade Level: 10,11, 12

ACCOUNTING I introducesconceps and principlesbasedon adouble-entry systemof maintaining the
electronic and manual fi nancial records for a sole proprietorship, partnership, and corporation. It includes
analyzing business transacions, journalizing, posting, and preparing worksheets and fi nancial statemerts.
There isafeeassessed second semester for a business simulation packet. Students arealso
encauraged to join FBLA.

ACCOUNTING 11

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisite: Accounting |

Grade Levd: 11,12

Accounting Il isanadvancedstudy of conceps, principlesand techiquesthat build on the competercies
acquiredin Accaunting | usedin keepng the electronic and marual finarcial recads of asole
proprietorship, partnership and corporation. Departmental, mamagemert, cost and not-for-profit accounting
systemsare explored. Thereis a feeassessed secand semeger for a business simulation packet.
Studentsare also encouragedto join FBLA.

KEYBOARDING

Credit: 0.5

Prerequisite: None

Grade Level: 10,1112

KEYBOARDING involvesbadc skills in operaing a computerizedkeyboard by using the touch systemand
other input tecmologiesto produce maiakle business and acaegmic documerts. Each studert will prepare
busines and acadmic reports, etc. Mailahlity standards relate to keying, formating, grammar,
punctuation, cagtalizaion, spelling, contert, typography, and layout and desgn. Using special feaures of
the software the studert will be abe to format academic and business reports. A flash drive and $10.00
lab feeis accesed.

KEYBOARDING/DOCUMENT FORMATTING

Credit: 0.5

Prerequisite: Keyboarding

Grade Level: 10,11, 12

KEYBOARDING/DOCUMENT FORMATTING is a continuation of the Keyboardng course. Each
student will prepare business and acadgmic reports, etc. The studert will demonstrate a combination of
input skills (advanced keyboarding, scanning, speech recognition, handwriting recognition, and the use of a
mouse) in the production of mailabe business documerts. Industry production standards are emphaszed
Formatting, typography, and layout and desgn conceps are applied in documert preparaton of business
letters forms, invoices maruscripts, and tabulatedcoumnar informaion. Proofreadng and edting skills
areapplied A flash drive and $10.00 lab feeis accesed.




KEYBOARDING/ DOCUMENT LAYOUT AND DESIGN

Credit: 0.5

Prerequisites Keyboarding/Document For matting

Grade Level: 10,11, 12

This course builds on the Keyboardng/ Document Formatiing course. Studert proficiency can lead to
software certificaion. The studert will use a hands-on approach to develop proficiency in document
creaton and desgn. Emphadsis on production of business applications including dedgn and layout, speed
and accuacy. Concefds, cambhilities procedures and legal regponsibilities of word and information
processing areapplied Simulated real projects from rough draft copy and/or transcription magnetic meda
are used for problem solving and busines documert preparation. Membership in the student
organization, Future Business Leaders of America, a flash drive and $10.00 lab feeis accessed.

SPREADSHEET APPLICATION

Credit: 0.5

Prerequisite: Keyboardi ng/Document For matting

Grade Level: 10,11, 12

SPREADSHEET APPLICATIONS involves the use of electronic worksheets used to perform busines
calculations. This course will apply keying, typography, layout and dedgn skills in desgning workshees,
writing formulas armalyzing data, charting data, and managng data. Team developmert will also be stressed
as studerts work on spreadsheet project(s). Student Prdficiency may lead to software certificaton.
Membership in the student organization, Future Business Leaders of America, a flash drive and
$10.00 lab feeis accesed.

DATABASE DESIGN/MANAGEMENT

Credit: 0.5

Prerequisite: Keyboardi ng/Document For matting

Grade Level: 10,11, 12

DATABASE DESIGN/MANAGEMENT analyze and apply database desgn tecmiques and maragemert
method for organizing and maintaining files The studert will aply keying, typography, ard layout and
desgn skillsin creatng, dedgning, ertering data, importing and exporting data, and printing database object
and data. At the completion of the course, studerts will have database mamgemert skills erabling themto
desgn ard implemernt a relational database applicaion. Studert proficiency will lead to software
certficaion. Membership in the student organization, Future Business Leaders of America, a flash
drive and $10.00 lab feeis accesed.

DESKTOP PUBLISHING

Credit: 0.5

Prerequisites Keyboardi ng/Document For matting or K eyboar ding/Document L ayout and Desgn
Grade Level: 10,11, 12

DESKTOP PUBLISHING will apply keying, formatting, typography, and layout and dedgn skill in
developing electronic publishing documerts. The studert will develop skillsin electronic publishing desgn,
layout, composition, and photojournalism. Contert providesthe opportunity to acquire marketabe skills and
to preparefor gainful emdoymert and or entry into postsecandary education in the graphic communications
industry. Laboratory facilities and experiences simulate those found in the graphic communications
industry. Membership in the student organization, Future Business Leaders of America, a flash drive
and $10.00 lab feeis accessed.




INTEGRATED INPUT TECHNOLOGIES

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites Keyboarding/Document Layout and Dedgn, Spreadsheet Applications, K eyboar ding,
and Keyboardi ng/Document For matting

Grade Level: 11,12

INTEGRATED INPUT TECHNOLOGIES is a capstone course in which students will learnnecesary skills
in problem solving using currert and emergng integated technhology to include a variety of input
tecologies such as advanced keyboarding, scanning, speech recognition, handwriting recognition, and
the use of a mouse in the production of mailahle business documerts. The course focuseson student choice,
accauntahility and competercy. Students work toward the attainmert of high-level emgdoyabe
competerciesin areasthat may include (but are not limited to) integrated software applicaions, computer
systems communicaton systems networking, ethical issues humanrelations, leacership, self-managemert,
and workplace maragemert. Studernts may choose areasof specializaion and acheve industry cerificaton
in areassuch asword procesing, spreadsheetapplications, database dedgn and maragemert, multimeda
presrtations, schedule and contact maragement, etc. This course may articulate to postBsecandary
educaton. Membership in the student organization, Future Business Leaders of America, a flash drive
and $10.00 lab feeis accessed.

ADMINISTRATIVE MANAGEMENT

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites |ntegrated Input Technologies

Grade Level: 12

ADMINISTRATIVE MANAGEMENT provides advanced training, including hands-on experiernces for
students pursuing a careerin business tecmology. Skills developedin previous courseswill be incorporated
and erhanced through a multi-taking environmert using a variety of input tecmologies Procedures and
concepts are related to informafon procesing systems, administrativefinformaton maragement, problem
solving, rea®ning, teambuilding, time managemert, business standards, feasbility studies cost/budgeting,
professional leackrship, ethical and legal issues and mathematics and communicaions. Production and
administrative skills aredeveloped to meetindustryOsstandards. The studert will play a variety of rolesin
completing taks. Team actvities will be evaluated as a group. Collaboration with other courses can
erharce studertsOlearring and expand their experiences This course may articulate to a post-secandary
program.

ENGLISH I

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisite: English |

Grade Level: 10

ENGLISH Il focuseson developing an appreciation and interpretation of world literature and fine arts, as
well asmagery of grammar skills. Out-of-class readng and the developmert of composition and speakng
skills arestressed Summerreadng, additional outside readng and a research paper are required. English Il
is a state-mardated Gateway course. A yearend ted must be passed in order to meet graduation
requirements and will count as15% of the secand semester gracde.

ENGLISH Il HONORS

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites Teacher verification of a 90 or higher averagein English | or English | Honors.
Completion of summer reading isrequired.

Grade Level: 10

ENGLISH Il HONORS is desgned for studerts who are mativated to expand their knowledge through
study of major literary works. Summer readng, critical readng, magery of grammar, supplemeral
vocakulary, intersive writing, and a research paper are required English Il Honors is a state-mardated
Gateway course. A year-end teg must be passed in order to meetgraduation requirements and will count as
15% of the secand semeder grace.

ENGLISH 11l STANDARD

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisite: English Il

GradeLevel: 11

ENGLISH Il includesa survey of American literature, a concertration on writing skills, composition and
vocakulary growth, and special emphads on resarch tecmiques Students will write a resarchpaper. The
state-mardated 11" grade TCAP Writing Ted is administeredin this course and counts 15% of the secand
semeser grade.

ENGLISH 11l HONORS

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites Teacher verification of a 90 or higher averagein English Il or English || Honors.
Completion of summer reading isrequired.

Grade Level: 11

ENGLISH Il HONORS is dedgned for studerts who have magered grace level writing and grammar
skills. This course focuses on composition, vocakulary building, critical interpretation of American
literaure, and reseaich writing. College bound studerts with mativation to expard their knowledge through
added outside readng and a challenging workload are recanmended Readng, vocalulary study, ard
composition of a literary aralysis arerequired during the summer. A minimum of one hour of homework
pernight is required. The 11" grade TCAP Writing Test counts 15% of the secand semeser gracde.
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ADVANCED PLACEMENT ENGLISH II1

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites Teacher verification of a 90 or higher averagein English Il or English || Honors.
Completion of summer reading isrequired.

GradeLevel: 11

AP ENGLISH 11l engages students in becoming skilled readers of prose written in a variety of periods,
disciplines and rhetorical contexts and in becoming skilled writers who compose for a variety of
purposes Both their writing and their readng should make students aware of the interactions among a
writerOspurposes audience expectations, and subjects aswell as the way generic conventions and the
resources of language contribute to effectiveness in writing. The College BoardOsAP English Language
and Composition exam will be administered in May. All students enrolled in this course must
pay the fee of approximately $90.00 to the AP Coordinator within the first 2 weeks of school
and participate in the College Board AP testing program. Summer work isrequired.

ENGLISH IV STANDARD

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisite: English 111

Grade Level: 12

ENGLISH IV is dedgned for studerts to expand their knowledge of British literatre from ealy writing
through modernliteraure. Thereis emphass on composition, vocakulary developmert, ard researchpaper
writing.

ENGLISH IV HONORS

Credit: 1.0
Prerequisites Teacher verification of a 90 or higher average in English 111 or English |1l Honors or
Advanced Placement English I11. Completion of summer readingisrequired.

GradeLevel: 12

ENGLISH IV HONORS is dedgned for studerts to study British literaure beyond an introductory level.
Students will go beyond the text to reada variety of outside materials as examges of the various literary
movements and styles

ADVANCED PLACEMENT ENGLISH 1V

Credit: 1.0
Prerequisites Teacher verification of a 90 or higher averagein English I11 or English 111 or
Advanced Placement English I11. Completion of summer readingisrequired.

Grade Level: 12

AP ENGLISH 1V is dedgnedto provide studernts with anintensive composition program that encompasses
the critical analysis of imagnative English literaure. Studert writing will reinforce the readng and foster
magery of style, form, reseach tectmiques and the use of Standard American English. All students
enrolled in this course must pay the fee of approximately $90.00 to the AP Coordinator
within the first 2 weeks of school and participate in the College Board AP testing program.
Summer work isrequired.
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DUAL ENROLLMENT ENGLISH

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites (1* Semeder): Successfully complete English I11 or English I11 Honors or Advanced
Placement English |11 and havean ACT of 19 or above.

Prerequisite (2" Semeger): Completion of College English 1010 and a minimum grade of B
GradeLevel: 12

DUAL ENROLLMENT ENGLISH (1% Seneder: College English 1010, English Composition) isa
practiceis expository writing with emphads on contert, organization, ard style (levels of usage and
senterce structure) for diff eren purposesand audiences A portfolio is maintained

DUAL ENROLLMENT ENGLISH (2™ Seneder: College English 1020, Composition and Analysis) isa
practicein expository writing that syntheszesideasfrom various readngs. Includeswork and production
of asubstartial documerted paper and anamotated bibliography. Cost of $85 for Fall Semeger is
required by May 1, 2009 with a B or higher average. Cost of $85 for Spring Semeder isrequired by
November 1, 2009 with a B or higher average.

Grade Level: 10

ENGLISH asa Secand Languace is dedgnedfor studerts with limited English profi ciency, whose parernts
have pemarertly relocatedto the United States Greatemphassis placedon readng, listening, thinking,
and oral and writtencommunication. Instruction focuseson the developmert of skillsin the areaof
grammar, literaure, spelling, handwriting, creatve writing, listening, and thinking.

ETYMOLOGY

Credit: 0.5

Prerequisite: None

Grade Level: 10,11, 12

ETYMOLOGY isanelective course desgnedto instruct studerts to recagnize Latin and Greek word
elemerts thereby making the knowledge of theman effective tool for increasng vocabulary. Thestudert is
expectedto be able to analyze words fully and to define them Studernts will also becanefamiliar with the
gereral patterns of semartic change and will gain someinsight into patterns of humanthought by studying
word changes which reflectsomething of the history ideas

CREATIVE WRITING

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisite: None

Grade Level: 10,11, 12

CREATIVE WRITING is anelective course desgnedfor studerts who wart to improve their experience
and skillsin writing. It is anexperiertial writing course desgnedto erhance creatve thinking, reflection
and dialogue in several genresof writing.

HUMANITIESHONORS

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisite: Teacher verification of 90 or higher averagein previous English course.

Grade Level: 11,12

HUMANITIES HONORSis anelecive course desgned to instruct studerts in the study of literaure,
history, philosophy, science,art, music, ard architecture of Wedern culture, begnning with the classical
world of the Greeks and Romars and concluding with our own contemporary world.

YEARBOOK PRODUCTION

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisite: Completed application and teacher recommendation

Grade Level: 11,12

YEARBOOK PRODUCTION produces the Arlington High SchoolOsstudent yeartbok. Studerts in the
class will be expecied to develop a theme,sell ads, desgn layouts, write stories and capgions, proofread
meetdeadinesand handle regonsibility.

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisite: Algebra |

Grade Level: 10, 11, 12

UNIFIED GEOMETRY is desgnedto develop an underganding of the basc structure of geamety, planre
and solid, and of the critical and creatve rea®ning skills necesary for proficiency in problem solving. The
contert includesthe bascs of formal geametic proofs, the use of algebraic methods in solving problemsin
geamety, the properties of geametric figuresand special applications, the area and volume formulas and
trarsformations. A scientific calculator isrequired

GEOMETRY HONORS

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisite: Teacher verification of 90 or higher in Algebra | or Algebra | Honors

ALGEBRA 1|l HONORS

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisite: Teacher verification of 90 or higher in Geometry or Geometry Honors

Grade Level: 10, 11, 12

ALGEBRA Il HONORS is dedgned for students who warnt a more challenging aporoachto Algebra Il.
More emphads is placed on using function notation, idertifying domain and range, invedigating
logarithmic and trigonometic functions, connecing algekraic and geametic conceps, justifying
conclusions in making logical argumerts, and solving a greaer variety of problems A TI-83 Plus Graphing
Calculator isrequired

ADVANCED ALGEBRA & TRIGONOMETRY

Credit 1.0

Prerequisites: Algebra Il

Grade Level: 11,12

ADVANCED ALGEBRA & TRIGONOMETRY focuses on pulling together previous mathematics
courses with emphads on analyzing functions, including trigonometric functions. Although not as
rigorous as Pre-Calculus, it is intended for students who need more mathematics preparations for
Coallege Algebra. The use of agraphing calculator isintegral to this course.

PRE-CALCULUS HONORS

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites Teacher verification of 90 or higher in Algebra Il or Algebra Il Honors

Grade Level: 11,12

PRE-CALCULUS HONORS is dedgned for studerts who aremajoring in Math or Science and who wart a
more challenging aporoachto Pre-Calculus. More emphass will be placedon invedigating transformatons
of functions ard graphs; on applying logarithmic and trigonometric functions in problem situations; on
using polar equations; on justifying conclusions and making logical argumerts; and on integating and
interrelting the various fields of mathematcs. The TI-85 and TI-86 graphing calculators will be used
extersively. Students should consider purchasng their own graphing calculator.
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CALCULUS HONORS
Credit: 1.0
Prerequisites: Teacher verification of 90 or higher in Pre-Calculus Honors or Advanced Algebra &
Trigonometry
Grade Level: 12
CALCULUS is dedgned to provide studernts with foundations in both differertial and integal calculus
including applicaions of each The contert includes aralytic preparaton, functions, limits, derivatives
integals, and transcerdertal functions. Students must be proficient with a graphing calculator and it is
strongly recanmerdedthat they own a T1-83 Plus graphing calculator.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT CALCULUS AB

ADVANCED PLACEMENT CALCULUS AB is divided into three major themes 1) functions, graphs,
ard limits 2) derivatives3) intergals.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT STATISTICS

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisites: Teacher verification of 90 or higher in Pre-Calculus Honors or Advanced
Algebra & Trigonometry

Grade Level: 12

This is a college level mathematics course

ADVANCED PLACEMENT STATISTICS is an excellent option for students who possess suffi cient
mathematical maturity and quartitative reasoning aklity. The purpose of AP Statisticsis to introduce
students to the major concepts and tools for collecting, analyzing, and drawing conclusions from data.
Students are exposed to four broad conceptual themes exploring data, planning a study, anticipating
patterns, and statistical inference. The TI-83 calculator is integal to this course and will be used
extensively, each student must provide his or her own. All students enrolled in this course must
pay the fee of approximately $90.00 to the AP Coordinator within the first 2 weeks of school
and participate in the College Board AP testing program.

PHYSICAL SCIENCE

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisite: None

Grade Level: 10, 11

PHYSICAL SCIENCE is a laboratory-orierted course, which provides a foundation for the physical
sciencesof chemistry ard physics Studerts work to improve their skills in the analysis, organizaion, and
presertation of sciertific data.

BIOLOGY |

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisite: Concurrently enrolled in Algebra | or higher math.

Grade Level: 10, 11

BIOLOGY | consists of clasroom ard laboratory study of plart and animal life. Cytology, geretics,
microbiology, plart structure and systems invertebrate and vertetrate zoology, and ecology arestudied in
this Gateway course. A yea-erd teg, which counts as 15% of the secand semeger grade, must be pasedto
meetstate-mandated graduation requiremerts.

BIOLOGY | HONORS

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisite: Teacher verification of 90 or higher in previous scienceand concurre ntly enrolled in
Algebra | or higher math.

Grade Level: 10

HONORS BIOLOGY | is dedgned to acceruate the thought proceses and erhance the scientific
competencies of eachstudent. The course work is desgned to utilize and magify cognitive ahlities by
laboratory experiences that emphadze problem solving, information gathering, and decision-making. The
course consists of an in-depth study of biological concepts. Assessmert is based on objective and esay
teds, oral presenations, studert performance, and a portfolio. A year-end ted, which counts as 15% of the
secand semeger grade, must be passedto meet state-mandated graduation requiremerts.

BIOLOGY I

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisite: Suacesful completion of Chemistry and Biology | or Chemistry and Biology | Honors
Grade Level: 11,12

BIOLOGY Il is dedgned to introduce studerts to major specialty areasof biology. The studerts explore
topics such as comparative amatomy and zoology, embryology, genetics, immunology, microbiology, ard
botary. Students will address topics through investigation and observation to beter undergand the
interrebtedness and complexity of differert specialty areasin biology. For instance, studerts will
invedigate diverdty, impact and usesof microorganisms aswell asdiseagscaused by microorgansmsin
the microbiology module. Assessmernt is based on objecive and essay ted, oral preentations, studert
performarce, and laboratory skills. Though not an honors course, this is a college prep course, which
requiresextersive out of class study.
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ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCE

Credit: 0.5

Prerequisite: Technical Path and Biology

Grade Level: 11, 12

ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCE is a course that focuses on the developmernt of the environmenal
movemen and explores natural ecasystemsand issues concerring a growing world population. Issuesare
aporoached at a badc level ard build in a logicd, systematc way toward a solid, comprehersive
underganding of our natural reources When paired with ecology, studerts may earn a full science credt,
which canbe used asone of the three sciencesneededfor graduation.

ECOLOGY

Credit: 0.5

Prerequisite: Technical Path and Biology

Grade Level: 11, 12

ECOLOGY examines the fundamertal principles that determmine the variety and distribution of plant and
anmal life on earh. Topics include climat, soil types and formaion, topography, cycles of erergy and
mater, the adaptation of various life forms to their ecesystems interreltionships within ecosystems
succesion, arnd population dynamics. When paired with Environmertal Science, studerts may ean afull
science credt, which canbe used asone of the threesciencesneeded for graduation.

CHEMISTRY |

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisite: Biology

Grade Level: 10, 11, 12

CHEMISTRY | involvesthe study of elemens, compounds, formulas symbols, equations, solutions, gas
laws, atomic theary, and organic chemistry. Laboratory experiences are an importart part of this course.
Emphadsis placedon rea®ning and application of math concepts.

CHEMISTRY | HONORS

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisite: Teacher verification of 90 or higher in Biology | or Biology | Honors

Grade Level: 10, 11, 12

HONORS CHEMISTRY is dedgnedfor studerts who planto major in the sciences mathematics, medcine,
or engineering in college. The following basc principles aredeveloped the nature of mater, atomic theary,
the mole conceg, organic chemistry and physical inorganic chemical conceps. These conceps ard
principles are developed through laboratory exercises, clas discussions, lecures demmstrations, and
scienceprojects.

PHYSICS

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisite: Biology, Chemistry, enrollmentin or completion of Algebra Il or Algebra Il Honors
Grade Level: 11, 12

PHY SICSiis the study of mater and energy and the relationships betweenthem. It is often consideredthe
bags for all sciences Physics offers us the knowledge and techology to desgn and build CD players
computer chips, calculators, lasers and other devices which charge everyoneOsife. Major topics include
mecharics (mation, forces vecbrs, universal gravitation, momertum, work, energy), properties of mater
(thermal erergy, states of mater), waves and light (sound, light, optics), electicity and magetism, and
atomic and nuclea physics
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HUMAN ANATOMY AND PHYSIOLOGY

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisite: Biology and Chemistry

Grade Level: 11, 12

HUMAN ANATOMY AND PHYSIOLOGY is a systemic study of the human body by comparing the
structuresard integrated functions of the various syssems Emphads will be on the major systemsand how
they coordinate activitiesto help maintain a healthy body.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT PHYSICSB

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisite: Teacher verification of 90 or higher averagein previous Science course

Grade Level: 11,12

ADVANCED PLACEMENT PHY SICS B includestopicsin both classical and modern physics The basc
ideas of calculus are introduced in connection with physical conceds, such as accekration and work.
Instruction in the areas of Newtonian mecharics, fluid mechanics and thermal physics, electricity and
magnetism, waves and optics, and atomic and nuclear physics will be preerted A hands on laboratory
component with a minimum of 12 studert-conducted laboratory invedigations will be part of this course.
Students will complete alab notebook or portfolio of labreports. All students enrolled in this course
must pay the fee of approximately $90.00 to the AP Coordinator within the first 2 weeks of
school and participate in the College Board AP testing program.

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ADVANCED PLACEMENT EUROPEAN HISTORY

Credit: 1.0

Prerequisite: Teacher verification of 90 or higher in previous Sccial Studies

Grade Level: 10,11, 12

ADVANCED PLACEMENT EUROPEAN HISTORY acquaints the studernt with the greatwesern cultural
tradtion begnning in 1450 to the present. The following historical themesare stressed (1) political ard
diplomatic (2) cultural and intellecual and (3) ecaromic and social. An emphass is placedon writing
and on the interpretation and aralysis of documerts. All students enrolled in this course must pay
the fee of approximately $90.00 to the AP Coordinator within the first 2 weeks of school
and participate in the College Board testing program.

Students will
utilize different methods used by historiars to interpret the pad, including point of view and historical
context.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT UNITED STATESHISTORY

Credit: 1.0

Grade Level: 11

ADVANCED PLACEMENT UNITED STATES HISTORY providesthe studert with the aralytical skills
and factual knowledge necessary to dealcriticdly with Americanhistory.

FACING HISTORY & OURSELVES

Credit: 0.5

Prerequisite: None

Grade Level: 10, 11,12

FACING HISTORY & OURSHELVES is an examination of mankindOsmethods to promote knowledge,
values and skills needed to preserve and protect democracy. The course explores issues of racism,
anti-Samitism, and violence, aswell as those of courage, caring, and compassion for all humanity. The
course helps students to make connections between the pas and the present. The course encourages
students to think about their regponsibility to participate in our democracy and to avoid the pitfalls of
prejudice and discrimination.
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ECONOMICS

Credit: 0.5

Prerequisite: None

Grade Level: 12

ECONOMICS is a study of how people, busineses, and governments choose to use resources The
course includes the fundamental principlesof the American free enterprise system and the factors that
influence its function. The course also provides an underganding of how basic economic concepts
affect decisions made by consumers, producers, and their government. The course givesa perspective
of the American economy followed by a tradtional sequence of studies ranging from a look at the
concept of scarcity to a view of international economic conditions.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT MACROECONOMICS

Credit: 0.5

Prerequisite: Teacher verification of 90 or higher in United States History or A.P. United
States History course.

Grade Level: 12

ADVANCED PLACEMENT MACROECONOMICSisdesignedto give a thorough understanding of the
principles of economics that apply to an economic system as a whole. The course places particular
emphads on the study of national income and price determination, and also develops familiarity with
economic performance measures economic growth, and international economics. Students will be
required to purchase supplementary materials during the course study. All students enrolled in this
course must pay the fee of approximately $90.00 to the AP Coordinator within the first 2
weeks of school and a $20 course fee is required and participate in the College Board AP
testing program.

U.S. GOVERNMENT

Credit: 0.5

Prerequisite: None

Grade Level: 12

UNITED STATES GOVERNMENT is astudy of the structure, functions, and powersof government at
the national, state, and local levels. The core of the study is the United StatesOf ounding principlesand
bdiefs. The course also includes a comparison of the U.S. government to non-democratic systems.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT U.S. GOVERNMENT

Credit: 0.5

Prerequisite: Teacher verification of 90 or higher in U. S. History or Advanced Placement
U.S. History

Grade Level: 12

ADVANCED PLACEMENT U.S.GOVERNMENT provides an analytical perspective government and
politicsin the United States The course involveshboth the study of general concepts used to interpret
U.S. politics and the analysis of specific ca® studies The course also requires familiarity with the
various institutions, groups, beliefs, and ideasthat constitute U.S. political reality. Students will be
required to purchase supplementary materials during the course study. All students enrolled in this
course must pay the fee of approximately $90.00 to the AP Coordinator within the first 2
weeks of school and a $20 course fee is required and participate in the College Board AP
testing program.
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ADVANCED PLACEMENT COMPARATIVE GOVERNMENT & POLITICS

Credit: 05

Prerequisite. Teacher verification of 90 or higher in previous Sodal Studies

GradeLevel: 12

ADVANCED PLACEMENT COMPARATIVE GOVERNMENT & POLITICS introduces studerts to
fundamernal concepts used by political sciertists to study the procesesand outcomesof politicsin a variety
of country settings. The course illustratesthe rich diversty of political life, to show availabe institutional
alternatives to explain differencesin proceses and policy outcomes and to communicate to studerts the
importance of global political and ecanomic charnges All students enrolled in this course must pay
the fee of approximately $90.00 to the AP Coordinator within the first 2 weeks of school
and participate in the College Board AP testing program. THIS COURSE COUNTS FOR
ELECTIVE CREDIT ONLY.

SOCIOLOGY

Credit: 0.5

Prerequisite: None

Grade Level: 11,12

SOCIOLOGY is a study of dynamics and models of individua and group relationships. The course
focuses on society and human interaction and the historical development of sociology, research
methods and theoretical perspectives on human interaction. Customs and practices of different
culturesare emphadzed

PSYCHOLOGY

Credit: 0.5

Prerequisite: None

Grade Level: 11,12

PSYCHOLOGY is a study of the individua and the personality. The course emphaszesleaning and
personality theory, normal and abnormal behavior, problem solving and conflict analysis.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT PSYCHOLOGY

Credit: 0.5

Prerequisite: None

Grade Level: 11,12

ADVANCED PLACEMENT PSYCHOLOGY is designed to introduce students to the systematic and
scientific study of the behavior and mental processesof human beings and other animals. Students are
exposed to the psychological facts, principles and phenomena associated with each of the major
subfields within psychology. They also learn about the ethics and methods psychologists use in their
science and practice. All students enrolled in this course must pay the fee of approximately
$90.00 to the AP Coordinator within the first 2 weeks of school and participate in the
College Board AP testing program.

CONTEMPORARY ISSUES
Credit: 0.5

Prerequisite: None

Grade Level: 10,11, 12
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CONTEMPORARY ISSUES is a study of current palitical, social, and economic issues of importance
to American and world society. The course promotescritical thinking and cooperative learning in the
examination of current issues Plocal, state, national, and international.

PERSONAL FINANCE

Credit: 0.5

Prerequisite: None

Grade Level: 10,11, 12

PERSONAL FINANCE course is designed as a hands-on course for juniors and seniors to promote
financial literacy. The implementation of the ideas concepts, knowledge, and skills taught in this
course will enable students to implement decision-making skills they must apply and use to become wise
and knowledgeeble consumers, savers, invegors, users of credt, money managers, citizens, and
members of a global workforce and society.

PRINCIPLES OF COSMETOLOGY isthefirst level of cosmetology, ard it preparesstuderts with work-
related skills for advancemert into the Desgn Principlesof Cosmeilogy course. Contert providesstuderts
the opportunity to acauire basc fundamertal skills in both theary and practcal applicaions of leacership
and interpersonal skill developmert. Contert stressessafety, environmertal issues and protecion of the
public and dedgnersasintegrated with principlesof hair desgn, nail structure, and cosmetic procedures
Lahoratory faciitiesand experiencesstimulate those found in the cosmetology industry. The purchase of
workbooksis encouraged, aswell asa new marikin each subsequert year. Kit purchase ($205) and
student organization membership, SkillsSUSA ($30), are required.

CHEMISTRY OF COSMETOLOGY isthe advancedlevel of cosmetology and it preparesstudentsto
perform work-related servicesusing chemicals in the cosmeblogy industry. Contert providesstuderts the
opportunity to acauire foundation skillsin both theary and practical applicaions. Laboratory facilitiesand
experienceswill be usedto simulate cosmetology work experiences Upon completion and acquisition of
1500 hours, studerts areeligible to take the Temessee State Board of Cosmeilogy examination for a
TemesseeCosmetology Licernse. Upon completion and acauisition of 600 hours, studerts areeligibleto
take the Temessee State Board of Cosmetlogy Manicuring examination for a Tenmessee Manicuring
