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In an effort to provide a safe school envi-
ronment it is necessary that school staff be 
able to identify students versus nonstudents 
at a glance.  By implementing basic stan-
dardized dress as outlined in the proposed 
dress code, individuals who are not Collier-
ville High School students will be easily 
identifiable and our students and staff pro-
tected from trespassers.  Already this school 
year CHS has had four incidents involving 
unauthorized school aged people found 
inside the building without signing in at the 
office.  In each incident the individuals 
simply walked in the building and blended 
in with the students in the hallways. 
 
Research indicates that student attitudes 
regarding school improve in schools that 
have standardized dress codes in place.  As 
attitudes improve, so does academic per-
formance.  Students who are dressed for 
success are found to be more successful. 
 
An additional desired outcome of moving to 
a uniform dress code is that it becomes eas-
ier for students and parents to know what is 
appropriate and what is not.  The new dress 
code should help students avoid negative 
consequences for being out of dress code. 
 
According to Shelby County Schools pol-
icy, parents of children who will be students 
at Collierville High School during the 2008 
– 2009 school year (current 8th through 11th 
graders) are eligible to vote for or against 
the proposed changes.  Voting will occur 
beginning March 31 through April 11, in the 
Guidance Office during regular school 
hours or on the evening of April 1, from 
6:30 until 7:30 in the Main Office.  Voting 
is regulated at one vote per family and 
photo ID is required.  Mr. Mike Tebbe, 
Director of Public Relations, will count 
ballots at 2:00, on Friday, April 11.

Collierville High School has created a 
Healthy School Team.  The team is 
under the leadership of Mrs. Shan-
non Pryor, Spanish Teacher, and 
consists of teachers, students, par-
ents, and community members.  This 
committee will meet on a monthly 
basis to promote student, staff, and 
community health.  I am excited 

about the plans that they already 
have in place for this year to help 
us all be healthier and anticipate 
great ideas and projects in the 
future.  If you have suggestions or 
would be willing to serve, contact 
Mrs. Pryor at spryor@scsk12.org. 
 
I would like to ask that all of us 
keep Mrs. Anelda Carter, CHS his-
tory teacher, in our thoughts and 
prayers as she fights brain can-
cer.  Mrs. Carter has taught 
United States History and Ad-
vanced Placement History at Col-
lierville High School for 26 years 
and been crucial in shaping the 
environment of excellence at 
CHS.  Mrs. Carter is always eager 
to help other teachers and is quick 
to smile.  Her students describe 
her as being loving yet having 
high expectations.  Currently we 
are accepting donations to provide 
meals for Mrs. Carter and would 
like to be able to send her on a 
trip to celebrate the end of her 
treatments at the end of May.  If 
you would like to contribute, 
please send your donation to the 
bookkeeper at CHS and mark it 
“Mrs. Carter”.

Did you know….What is the curfew for Juveniles in Collierville? 
Below is the listing of the state law.  Collierville has a city ordinance, but the Police Department enforces the state law. 

39-17-1702. Curfew established - Exceptions - Duties of apprehending authority. 
1.  It is unlawful for any minor between seventeen (17) and eighteen (18) years of age to remain in or upon any public 

street, highway, park, vacant lot, establishment or other public place within the county during the following time frames:  
!" Monday through Thursday between the hours of eleven o'clock p.m. (11:00 p.m.) to six o'clock a.m. (6:00 a.m.).    

!" Friday through Sunday between the hours of twelve o'clock (12:00) midnight to six o'clock (6:00 a.m.).    
2.  It is unlawful for any minor sixteen (16) years of age and under to remain in or upon any public street, highway, park, 

vacant lot, establishment or other public place within the county during the following time frames:    
!" Monday through Thursday between the hours of ten o'clock p.m. (10:00 p.m.) to six o'clock a.m. (6:00 a.m.).    

 Friday through Sunday between the hours of eleven o'clock p.m. (11:00 p.m.) to six o'clock a.m. (6:00 a.m.).
