SCS Transition Programs Selection Process for

Avon, College Campus Transition Program and Project SEARCH

January 21, 2015

1.  These programs are recommended for students with disabilities who are under age 22, who are in their last year of high school and are graduating with a Special Education Diploma.  
2.  Teachers should submit the Transition Program Entrance Criteria Rubric and the SCS Transition Program Application by email to Pat Beane on or before February 6, 2015. The Transition Team will review and score each Transition Program Entrance Criteria Rubric submitted.
 3.  Teachers, make sure the students you are referring, have met with a Vocational Rehabilitation Services Case manager and have an open case.  
4.  Parents and students will be invited to an information session on the College Campus Transition Program and Project SEARCH on March 11, 2015.

5.  An appointment will be made by the Transition Team to conduct student interviews and observations at the school between February 20, 2015 and March 6, 2015.

6.  Students who meet the criteria will be scheduled for an assessment time at the College Campus Transition Program or Project SEARCH at their individual sites.

7.  A placement at Avon is an IEP Team decision.  Teachers of the students who are being considered for placement during the 2015-2016 school year should notify the school’s SPED Advisor and Symentra Matthews (416-3455).  Remember that either Ms. Matthews or one of the staff from Avon (416-2124) must attend the student’s IEP meeting.
