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Our annual school choice process is open to all students in Shelby County.

Our annual school choice process is open to all students in Shelby County. SCS schools are in high demand, so we
encourage families to explore choices to be ready to apply as early as possible and have the best chance at getting
a top choice. The choice process begins in late January and extends through the start of the school year. Our entire
school choice application process is totally online to increase access for families and can be completed from any
computer, tablet or smartphone with Internet access.

Applying for Optional Schools: Parents can apply for a spot in any of our 45 competitive, theme-based Optional
schools with available space. All Optional schools have entrance requirements. Applications are processed in the
order received unless applications exceed spaces; then, the first 80 percent are processed in the order received, and
20 percent are chosen by lottery.

Applying for General Choice: Parents can apply for any school in the District with available space through the
General Choice process. This does not include Optional schools. All General Choice applications are processed in the
order received.

Applying for Pre-K: Online Pre-K applications typically open each year in March. SCS Pre-K is open children in Shel-
by County who turn 4 years-old by August 15. Priority is given to “at-risk” students who meet Federal Poverty Guide-
lines. Students above the income eligibility requirement are placed on a waiting list.

Innovation Zone (izone 2.0)

The Innovation Zone (IZone 2.0) schools use unique instructional strategies and intensive programming and interventions designed to
make dramatic improvements in student growth and achievement. We recruit high-performing teachers and leaders, and all IZone schools
utilize an extra hour of instruction added daily to help students master core curriculum standards. Our teachers and leaders receive con-
tent coaching from the 1Zone Centralized Support Team. IZone schools also have specialized family support services focusing on the social
and emotional needs of our students, including wrap-around resources like clothes closets and counseling programs. All IZone 2.0 Middle
School students receive iPads and benefit from technology-enhanced instruction as well as home connectivity from Verizon.

The 1Zone turnaround model has been recognized nationally and duplicated by numerous districts across the U.S. and Tennessee’s state
approved turnaround model. IZone schools have repeatedly ranked among the highest in Tennessee for students’academic growth.

Empowerment Zone (E-Zone)

Known to locals as the “Whitehaven Empowerment Zone” or “WEZ," E-Zone schools are part of a collaborative academic effort to improve
student achievement and growth in Memphis' historic Whitehaven neighborhood. E-Zone schools have uniquely aligned instructional
practices and leadership qualities modeled after Whitehaven High School, one of the city’s premier learning institutions. E-Zone schools
have extra support staff and programs, including Peer Power, academic coaches, and volunteer tutors to drive student achievement

and address individual student needs. Peer Power Foundation hires college students to tutor and mentor students during the day. The
Peer Power Model is one that provides public school students a private school education by decreasing the student-to-teacher ratio and
dedicating individualized attention to those students. A one-of-a-kind feature of E-Zone schools is its highly active community network

of Whitehaven alumni, business and government leaders, community organizations and volunteers. Additionally, the E-Zone Leadership
Council — a community-based governing body of parents, teachers, students and citizens — provide guidance on key school decisions while
empowering and supporting schools, students and educators.

Alternative Schools

Alternative schools provide innovative, non-traditional academic
programs designed to support students with unique educational,
behavioral and social needs. Alternative schools improve character
and academic achievement through a combination of positive,
rigorous classroom instruction and challenging experiences that
empower students to think critically, solve problems and grow as
young leaders.

There are four types of Alternative schools: Success Schools, Prep
Academies, Choice Schools and Transition Schools.

Success Schools follow a nationally recognized model serving
students who have experienced both academic and behavioral
challenges in a traditional school setting. Success Schools focus on
educating the whole child by providing smaller, non-punitive
learning communities within the school.

Prep Academies feature innovative and engaging programs that
address students’individual academic and developmental needs.

The instructional program includes online courses,
internships for credit, dual enrollment, mini-courses and
comprehensive exams for credit. Students can also take technical
courses to prepare for career opportunities after graduation.

Transition Schools serve SCS students in grades 6-12 who are
detained in our local juvenile justice facilities to prepare them for
re-entry into a traditional school setting. In addition to certified
teachers and administrators, students have access to behavior
specialists, professional school counselors, psychologists and social
workers to provide extra personal support through their transition.
