If	I	don’t	have	Canvas	courses,	how	do	I	earn	my	“district”	hours?

When	will	my	assignments	be	graded?	
For	most	quizzes	you	will	have	three	attempts	to	earn	a	passing	score	and	you	will	receive	feedback	in	the	moment.	Other	
assignments	such	as	discussions	and	uploads	are	graded	by	course	instructors	on	a	rolling	basis	throughout	the	course	term.

Please	
note,	you	must	earn	a	final	grade	of	60%	or	higher	to	receive	credit	for	the	course.	You	can	always	check	your	grades	in	
Canvas	by	accessing	your	Grades	Tab.
